· For students enrolled in AOI, a student who is at least 6 years old prior to January 1 of a school year, who has not graduated fro the highest grade taught in the school and who is regularly enrolled in a course of study required by the SBE which meets at least 890 hours, except for 7th and 8th grade students or ungraded students at least 12, but under 14 years of age by September 1, who must be enrolled in an instructional program that meets at least 1,068 hours.

· For high schools, a student not graduated from the highest grade taught in a school district, or an ungraded student at least 14 years of age by September 1, and enrolled in at least a full-time instructional program of subjects that count toward graduation as defined by the SBE in a recognized high school that meets at least 900 hours that will not be counted more than once for the computation of average daily membership.

· Defines “part-time student” as, for the purposes of funding, any student who is enrolled in a program that is funded at 85 percent of the base support level that would be calculated for that pupil if that pupil were enrolled as a part-time student in a school district or charter school that does not participate in AOI.
