Narrative 

Deer Valley Academy Introduction


The Deer Valley Academy is the single school governed by the Deer Valley Charter Schools, Inc.  The organization began in 2001 as a part of the Deer Valley Unified School District. The intent of the charter school was to provide an evening school for students who needed to recover credits due to classes dropped, failed or not completed at their home school. In 2004, the charter school separated from the Deer Valley Unified School District to become its own entity. Following the reorganization, the school board changed, directorship of the charter school changed and plans were developed to improve student achievement and increase student enrollment.

Currently, the Deer Valley Charter Schools, Inc. is governed by a school board consisting of five members who conduct business in accordance with the Arizona School Board Association’s guidelines. As reflected in the school report card, the Deer Valley Academy has an Executive Director, a staff of highly qualified teachers, a guidance counselor, and an enrollment of between 90 to 150 students. The enrollment varies depending on the sessions within the academy. Additionally, all teachers meet the status of highly qualified and highly certified in accordance with the State of Arizona Department of Education. 

 Deer Valley Academy (DVA) continues its vision of assisting students in the recovery of credits toward graduation. The Academy is a year-round school which conducts classes on a six-week basis with sessions beginning in July and continuing through the month of June. Each session meets from 3:00 PM until 8:30 PM and students may elect to take one or two classes per session. During the regular school year, the majority of Academy students attend a home school during the day and the Academy in the evening.  These students are enrolled both at their home school and at Deer Valley Academy (concurrent enrolled students). Many of the students are taking classes to gain/recover credits for classes failed at their home school. Once credits are recovered, students attending for that purpose withdraw from the Academy and attend only their home campus.  Other students seek to move forward more rapidly toward graduation by gaining credits in the evening school while continuing enrollment at their home school. These students are also concurrently enrolled as they attend their home school in the day and Deer Valley Academy in the evening. (See Chart A1 – Enrollment Numbers)

Chart A1:  Deer Valley Academy CHARTER ONLY Student Enrollment
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Chart A represents the number of students attending DVA only in each of the six sessions from 2007 until 2011.

The chart demonstrates, for example, that in the 2007-08 school year, in session 1, there were only 19 students attending DVA as their “home” school. Those students account for 11.1% of the total enrollment (170) in session 1. In session 2, school year 2007-08, 39 charter only students attended DVA. That number represents 19.1% of the total enrollment (204) for session 2. 

In keeping with the intent to provide an opportunity for students to “recover” credits, the charts, A1 and A2, clearly reflect that the majority of students attending DVA are considered concurrent enrolled students. The school years following 2007-08 exhibit the same pattern of enrollment. For example, in the 2011-12 (current) year, noting that the first session was in July, 7.2% (18) of the total enrollment (248) were DVA only students. In session 2, the enrollment for DVA only students (24) is 13.7% of the total enrollment of 174.


The enrollment charts A1 and A2 demonstrate a clear pattern regarding the students attending DVA. The pattern of enrollment contributes to the manner in which course schedules are designed and specific courses are offered. Student need is the priority in planning each session. 

Chart A2:  Deer Valley Academy DUAL Student Enrollment
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Chart A2 indicates the number of students from school years 2007 until 2011 who are considered concurrently enrolled at DVA. For example, the number of students enrolled in session 4, in the 2007-08 school year, was the highest number of concurrent students in a single session at 250. That number represents 82% of the total enrollment in session 4. In each session, in each school year, the majority of students attending DVA are concurrently enrolled students. 

 Deer Valley Academy strives for academic excellence by providing an exceptional, educational program for students. Courses are in compliance with and meet the state standards for instructional content. Staff development is provided on an on-going basis to maintain best practices in the classroom. Students are expected to meet all academic standards established by the district and the state. The Deer Valley Academy challenges students with a rigorous program and holds them accountable on all standardized assessments. The school is NCA accredited and in compliance with state and federal standards. The Academy establishes yearly goals and has a board supported strategic plan. The goals for 2010 -2011 targeted math, reading and writing. In addition, Chart B reflects the years in which Deer Valley Academy has met AYP and AZ Learns.

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While comprised of a highly mobile population, Deer Valley Academy has continued to set goals and expectations that strengthen students’ knowledge and skills. Understanding that math and reading are critical to student achievement, the Deer Valley Academy has always placed emphasis on providing quality instructors and a rigorous curriculum.


Deer Valley Academy Curriculum and Standards to Improve Student Achievement

Prior to 2005, the Academy relied on the curriculum from a neighboring school district and there was an inconsistent curriculum review process in place. Beginning in 2005, with the school board’s support, the new Executive Director began the process of aligning the school’s curriculum with the state standards. A curriculum committee consisting of three teachers, the guidance counselor, the executive director and a curriculum consultant established the curriculum review process. The process involved the use of the state standards to guide the writing of core curricula along with research in best practices for instructional delivery. Agendas for the curriculum meetings and final curriculum documents verify the work of the curriculum committee.  In 2007-8, upon completion of the curriculum development in the core areas of Language Arts, Math, Science and Social Studies, including scope and sequence aligned with the state standards, the committee continued the process with all courses taught at Deer Valley Academy. In 2008-09, the curriculum committee developed instructional guides for the curriculum, a comprehensive set of district assessments that coordinate with the curriculum and state standards, complete lesson plans for instructional delivery and adoption of relevant materials to support the curriculum.  This curriculum review and revision process, which was formalized and implemented in 2008-2009, is now a part of our on-going review and takes place annually. A complete set of curriculum guides, corresponding lesson plans and assessments are provided to teachers for their use. The curriculum is reviewed annually and modified to include the changes made in the state standards. In addition, the instructional materials are reviewed and new materials are added as appropriate. Teachers contribute to identifying the most effective instructional materials and assist in the process of creating lists of items targeted to improve student learning. 

In 2005, much of the instructional materials consisted of texts purchased from the neighboring school district. While the texts were aligned with the district’s curriculum, there was a need to begin the process of locating more instructional materials for core classes as well as electives. During 2006-07 and 2007-08, the Executive Director acquired more novels, dictionaries, math manipulatives and science equipment to better support the curriculum and daily instruction. 

In 2008-9, the district purchased new materials for the language arts classes including the Holt series texts and related novels. All materials are aligned with the district curriculum. Materials were purchased for biology and math and the neighboring district, whose building is rented to DVA, allowed students the use of the science labs, computer labs and library. Further, in 2009, the district funded the purchase of a mobile computer lab for students to use. In 2010-11 the computer lab was turned into a classroom lab for greater accessibility and availability. The computer lab and newly added instructional materials were intended to support the curriculum and assist in improving student achievement. 

To further enhance student learning, the Executive Director contracted two experienced teachers, 1 in language arts and 1 in math, to develop a tutoring program for students taking the AIMS assessment. AIMS data was utilized in planning the tutoring program to better identify the specific learning outcomes and provide alignment of the instruction done in tutoring sessions. Students in the tutoring program were those who needed to pass the AIMS test in either reading or math. From the beginning of the program, tutoring sessions were held during the school day and students were invited to attend but were not required to attend. While sessions were small, students attending received one-on-one instruction. Lists of the names of students in tutoring were kept, and from 2008 to 2011 every graduate has met or exceeded the standards. The assumption that students did benefit from tutoring was based on teacher input and student comments. A revised format for tutoring and data collection will begin in September 2011.    

Deer Valley Academy Monitoring the Integration of the Arizona Academic Standards into Instruction


The curriculum review process continues to evolve. During the 2005-06 school year, the curriculum remained the same as the previous year and a curriculum committee was formed in April of 2006. The committee began work on aligning the curriculum with state standards and writing a new curriculum in a format that was user-friendly and effective. The process of review and modification carried over into the 2006-07 school year. Additional materials that aligned with the curriculum were adopted (texts and supplementary materials) and teachers gave input into the curriculum and the implementation into instruction in the block sessions. In 2007-08, professional development held each session included instructional methods and integration of standards into the daily lesson plans. Teachers were provided evaluation information regarding the frequency of observations and the formal and summative evaluation process. The Executive Director explained that daily lesson plans and instruction had to include the state academic standards. Teachers were provided data regarding standardized assessments and the relevance to integration of the state academic standards in the core classes of language arts, math, science and social studies.

Currently, an annual review of the curriculum is completed by a curriculum committee whose task is to modify the curriculum in language arts, math, science and social studies and to align curriculum with changes made in the state standards. A more formal, annual review process began in 2008-09 with a team of experienced teachers whose background included curriculum design and writing.  The Executive Director’s intent was to bring in experts in curriculum and instruction to review and align curriculum with the standards and include the most effective teaching strategies to enhance efforts in improving student achievement. Selection of new materials such as texts was also a part of the committee’s work. In 2009-10, no changes were made to the existing curriculum in language arts, math, science and social studies. The math curriculum was a guide in creating a set of district math assessments to be used as pre and post tests for Algebra 1-2 and Geometry. The pre and post assessments were to better evaluate each student’s level of understanding and progress in each course. In the spring of 2011, the team determined that they would begin the curriculum review process in September. This would tend to allow for more time to complete the work and monitor the integration of the academic standards. Based on the AIMS data, with only one of the four 10th graders tested in 2009 passing the test, a more detailed review may be needed with respect to the math curriculum and instructional materials. The review of the math curriculum will begin in September 2011. While the 2009 committee believed the academic standards in math were included in the district curriculum and lesson plans documented integration into the daily lessons, the AIMS results in math indicate a need for a closer review. The intent of the review is to monitor the alignment with the standards and the integration of the standards into the lessons.  The district math assessments will be re-written and more closely aligned with the specific learning outcomes in the state’s academic standards. 

In 2010, the Executive Director and the curriculum committee involved all certified staff in the annual review process.  As an on-going involvement, all certified staff are expected to complete a curriculum review document relevant to their content area. The information retrieved via the completion of the documents is critical in adjusting the curriculum, instructional guides and daily lesson plans and instructional materials. Collecting lesson plans is a part of the continuing process of monitoring the integration of standards. Classroom observations began on a regular basis and were conducted by the Executive Director. Annually, beginning in 2005-06 and as part of an on-going practice, teachers were given a copy of the formative and summative evaluation instrument along with a complete explanation of the expectations. Annually, the presentation of the evaluation process takes place at the pre-session meeting prior to the first day of school. New staff members joining the DVA team receive an individual conference to provide the evaluation information and expectations. The intent is to better inform teachers of the need to follow the curriculum and integration of the state academic standards. 

 In 2008, an additional part-time administrator was in place to assist with the classroom observations and monitor the instructional practices more frequently. Teachers were observed at least twice during each six week session beginning in 2008-09. The evaluation process and added time in formal and informal observations continued through the 2009 to 2011 and is currently in place.

Deer Valley Academy Student Assessment/Monitoring and Documenting Student Achievement.

Prior to 2006, the only data collected at the Academy related to student assessments was the yearly district reports from the state regarding student performance on standardized assessments. Student files contained standardized assessment reports as well as student information. The Executive Director began collecting achievement data for all students in the 2006 school year. In each of the school years that followed, all standardized assessment data was collected, organized and maintained in the school office. Student performance data was reviewed by the Executive Director and counselor prior to presenting the information to the teachers in the fall and spring of each school year. The intent of presenting the data was to provide information to teachers about the assessment and the importance of integrating the learning standards into the curriculum and daily instruction. Individual student assessment results were not provided to teachers as they were not likely to have any of the students tested in their classes. The focus on assessment results was primarily that of the Executive Director and the guidance counselor.  The student assessment information was relevant in assisting students with course selections and later the tutoring program. 


In the 2007-08 and 2008-09 school years the AIMS data took center stage in planning professional development, curriculum review, materials selection, and course offerings. Closer monitoring of student assessment data continued to be a priority of the Executive Director and the guidance counselor. The curriculum committee, who had access to the data as they worked on curriculum and district assessments, was more involved in the presentation of data and the impact on instruction during professional development sessions. 

The AIMS data collected in 2009 reflected the number of 10th graders taking the assessment was only four. All four students passed the reading portion of the assessment, but only one passed math. Chart D lists the exact results for both reading and math for each of the 10th graders taking the test in 2009.

Currently, DVA evaluates student learning by using multiple measures. The monitoring of student performance includes the collection of grade distribution data, mid-term and final exam scores, teacher generated test scores, standardized assessment data (AIMS), transcript documents, 4 year plans/IEP’s and graduation rates. Data are used to make decisions related to student needs, course offerings and the tutoring program. Specific to the area of math, district developed pre and post assessments are given to all students enrolled in Algebra 1-2 and Geometry at Deer Valley Academy. The results of the pre-assessments serve as a guide to understanding the level of each student as the math instruction begins. Further, the assessment results identify specific topics, skills or concepts that must be integrated into lessons to provide the optimum opportunity for student success. DVA believes that a compilation of data provides a better understand of how to best meet the academic needs of students attending the school. Data collection, analysis and use can be improved and made more readily available to teachers as they plan instruction in core classes. 

 Algebra 1-2 and Geometry are challenging courses to many students as evidenced by the number of students enrolled to recover credits. Grade, transcript and assessment scores from the past five years revealed that, while the percentage varies from session to session, between 75% and 90% of the students in math classes at DVA have failed at least one previous math class. Transcripts, a part of data collection, indicate student performance and are used to identify course placement for each student. Further, data from transcripts along with grades and course requests assist the administration in creating a master schedule for each session. Student need is a primary focus related to course offerings. Since 2006, the 4-year plan has been used at DVA to provide a visual and written document for students, parents and the school as the student plans to take courses and verifies credits. 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With all data analyzed, students are able to be identified for placement in the tutoring program offered. The tutoring program was established in 2008 and involved teachers until 2010-11 when community members volunteered to share their skills in tutoring students in math. The tutoring program is currently being restructured to include more students and collect critical data. The intent is to reach more students in need and to document the results of those students standardized assessment results. The end result is expected to be a more effective program and increased student achievement.

As the six-weeks sessions vary in course offerings, and the grade levels of students vary, it is realistic to say that some students are tested without receiving the benefit of tutoring. The Executive Director and curriculum committee have taken on the task of early identification of students in need of additional tutoring and will be working toward a process that may provide more support for those students. Deer Valley Academy Professional Development

Professional development was an informal process during the 2006 and 2007. The staff meetings at the beginning of each session included information related to instruction and student performance. While the sessions were informative, they were more focused on management information than instructional information. The first, formalized professional development plan began in 2008 as a 3-year professional development plan which was a part of the district goals. The plan was developed by the Executive Director, guidance counselor, and curriculum coordinator and approved by the board. Six sessions during the year included a session of professional development. The PD sessions included assessment data, AIMS data being presented 4 times a year, an instructional strategy or technique presented by a teacher, and one of the district goals. The format for PD was maintained from 2008-09 through 2011. 

AIMS results presented were in the form of district results sheets broken down by student performance in the categories of falls far below, approaches the standards, meets or exceeds the standard and was provided in number form by grade level. The intent was to inform teachers and to support the curriculum and academic standards by demonstrating importance in daily instruction. The instructional techniques or strategies were derived from best practices and teaching in the “block”.  The intent was to provide support for teaching in a non-traditional format and to provide teaching “tools” for a diverse staff. While many of the staff were teaching during the day at a home district, most staff had not taught in a block schedule with a six-week session model. 

The Executive Director was sensitive to the needs of the staff as well as creating the optimum educational environment for the students. For that reason, the Director made every effort to include a meaningful agenda for PD at each session. Teachers were expected to understand and support AIMS, incorporate and implement the instructional techniques or strategies into their lessons and to align lessons with the curriculum and state academic standards. Monitoring was done by collecting lesson plans, classroom observations, assessment results and summative conferences.

The professional development plan has involved all certified members even when they are not teaching a current session. For example, one six-week session may offer biology and have a highly qualified biology teacher. The next six-week session may not offer the biology course. However, the biology teacher is still expected to attend the professional development presented as a requirement for continued employment. Professional development occurs during every session. Agendas verify the professional development and the topics. Topics focus primarily on the core academic areas and offer hands-on best practices in instructional delivery, relevant activities and student performance. Student data is provided and discussed at the professional development sessions. All DVA staff members and school board are trained in the importance of assessment data and how to understand the types of data collected and relevance to the school and students.

The Deer Valley Academy has improved both the content and frequency of professional development training. In 2010-11, professional development improved by presenting training during each six-week session. The topics were primarily academic in nature with a focus on student progress and meeting the needs of all students. Beginning in 2009, and continuing in the 2011-12 year, each teacher has been responsible for developing an individual professional development plan. The plan is submitted to the Executive Director and the final outcome is reviewed as part of the evaluation process. Most teachers have active teaching positions in neighboring school districts. To avoid duplication, teachers may modify their (primary district) professional development plan to meet the criteria of Deer Valley Academy. Teachers are held accountable for implementing professional development into daily lessons. Administrators evaluate the lessons for content and alignment of state standards. Continued employment is conditional and dependent on the teacher’s proficiency and student achievement. 

Starting in 2010, with Board support, professional development consultants have been brought in to broaden the range of topics and depth of knowledge to assist teachers in continuous education and promote student achievement. In addition, a part-time administrator was contracted to assist with teacher evaluations and monitoring instruction. As a part of monitoring professional development, the yearly staff survey questions are evaluated and discussed as the agenda is determined for the continuing professional development plan. As with school goals, the professional development plan is adjusted to reflect consideration of AIMS results and additional data sources previously noted. Graduation rates, attendance rates, grade distributions and assessment results demonstrate the positive impact of the structured professional development plan implemented in 2008. 


In an effort to improve the professional development offered at DVA, and to implement a systemic, job-embedded professional development, DVA will introduced a new PD plan and format in September 2011. PD will be included offered at the start of each of the six sessions and will focus entirely on academic improvement.


 As a part of continuous improvement, the 2011-12 professional development plan will include math across the curriculum. As Algebra and Geometry are areas for improvement, the algebra teachers are preparing a series of math-related activities that will be presented to all teachers at the pre-session training taking place in August 2011. The algebra teacher will present a new math-related activity at each of the six PD sessions during the school year. All teachers will receive training in how to present the activities and will be expected to implement them into their daily lessons. Monitoring this part of the plan will be done by reviewing lesson plans, classroom observations, survey responses and assessment results. Additional modifications may be made based on the assessment results during the 2011-2012 school year. Instructional methods and assessment data will be included in each PD session.


As analyzed in state documents, the 3-year graduation average is 80% and the 3-year attendance average is 96%.  This information is important to DVA as it reflects the success of students as evidenced in student achievement and satisfaction.  


Deer Valley Academy Achievement Data and Analysis


The administration at Deer Valley Academy is cognizant of the critical nature of relevant student data. Decisions are made for courses offered based on data related to student needs, such as AIMS results, academic levels (from transcripts and assessments), and student population. As a data-driven school, the administration and staff closely monitor student assessment data, student documents and multiple measures to create master schedules, course offerings, hiring of teachers and communication with neighboring districts in an on-going effort to provide opportunities for a diverse population of students. 


As a part of the NCA accreditation, the administration and staff presented all documentation related to the organization and student performance in a well organized format to demonstrate continuous school improvement, student achievement, relevant courses and activities, a professional development plan, structured and aligned curriculum and related materials, teacher qualifications and evaluations and much more. All artifacts are available and current as the school staff is proud of the on-going NCA accreditation and the benefit to the students and parents.

Teachers are given the opportunity to review AIMS results data and to work in teams to discuss ideas for student improvement and to celebrate successes. In addition, comparisons or differences are revealed when looking at AIMS data, district assessments, pre and post assessments, teacher-generated testing, grade distributions and graduation rates. Additional documents collected and analyzed includes transcript information, demographics, parent, teacher and student survey results, 4 year plans, IEP’s, attendance, graduation rates and student conduct data. It is imperative that Deer Valley Academy focus on multiple measures to better meet the needs of students and continue to achieve student success. Further, maintaining AYP and AZ Learns is another validation of the use and implementation of data to create a performing school.

It is critical to point out the substantive circumstances that negatively impacted the 2009 AIMS performance data. The majority of students enrolled at DVA are in grades 11 and 12. Chart C reflects the number of students for the years 2006 to 2011 enrolled in grades 9, 10, 11 and 12. As demonstrated in Chart C, the number of 9th and 10th graders enrolled is extremely low. The intent of the school is more for recovery of credits and more appealing to students in grades 11 and 12. 

Chart C:  Grade Distribution for Charter Only Students
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Each year beginning in 2005, the graduation rate, attendance rate and drop-out rates have been documented.  Due to Deer Valley Academy’s year-round sessions, constant monitoring of enrollment data must be done to ensure accuracy. The current administration realizes that errors can occur and constant monitoring is necessary. In 2008, the Executive Director enlisted an SAIS specialist to review all enrollment data and to clarify any errors that may have been made in the reporting of entry and exit codes. Each year from 2008 to the current year, the SAIS specialist reviews all enrollment data to ensure accuracy.  All student data, assessment data, information and documentation is critical to the organization in supporting student achievement.              

The enrollment data, as explained in Charts A1, A2 and C, continues to support the need for students to have a way to retrieve credits lost. The majority of students at Deer Valley Academy are in grades 11 and 12. (See Chart C) Since 2006-07, only 53 students in grade 10 were enrolled at the academy. During the 2009 AIMS testing dates, Deer Valley Academy enrolled only 4 students in grade 10. (See Chart D) Those 4 students were tested and account for the determination that the school needed to have a PMP. As the charts reveal, only 1 student passed the math assessment while all 4 students passed the reading assessment. 

The 2011 AIMS data reveals a small number of students tested. Note that the groups of students tested are listed on the AIMS chart by cohorts. For example, on the AIMS reading chart, cohort 2011 (1 student) is in grade 12, cohort 2012 (4 students) are in grade 11 and cohort 2013 (4 students) are in grade 10. On the AIMS reading chart, the students in cohort 2011 met the standard; two of four  in cohort 2012 met the standard, one approached and one fell far below; in cohort 2013 all sophomores met the standard.

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Deer Valley Academy and the Findings


The Deer Valley Academy administration recognizes the need to make improvements in student success rates on the AIMS math assessment. This understanding is a result of the 2009 AIMS data reflecting a lower than average percentage of students meeting the standards in math. (See Chart D) Since 2009, significant efforts have been made to involve staff, modify the curriculum to the state standards as they change, include relevant materials and activities, and provide tutoring to students in need. While the 2009 group taking the AIMS assessment was a small number, (see Chart D), the fact remains that many students need academic support in Algebra and Geometry. The tutoring program that began in 2008 continues in 2011-12, but will now include a more specific focus and potentially include more students. Students enrolled in Algebra and Geometry will continue to be tested to determine their skill level and their need for tutoring. The 2009 AIMS results have led DVA to revisit the tutoring program for relevance, collect AIMS data for every student in tutoring to analyze the effectiveness and to focus on specific outcomes in Algebra instruction. 

As a direct result of the AIMS assessment results from 2009 to 2011, math across the curriculum will be implemented during the 2011-2012 school year. Student performance results on AIMS indicate a need for additional support in the area of math. Findings also reveal that the majority of students taking algebra and geometry classes at DVA have previously failed at least one secondary level math class at their home school. As a result of this pattern, all language arts, social studies and science teachers will be expected to integrate math activities in their daily lessons. Algebra teachers will serve as support for non-math teachers and will provide the math-related activities. Professional development will include math-related topics along with data collected regarding student achievement in algebra and geometry classes and on the AIMS assessment. 

Our findings also indicate an improvement is needed in the collection of student performance data. The effectiveness of the interventions and tutoring has not been fully supported with data. Additional data related to the implementation of math across the curriculum will be necessary to draw conclusions on the impact in the classroom, the effectiveness of non-math teacher instruction with math-related activities, and student achievement.


The yearly analysis of grade level enrollment (see Chart C) reveals that students attending DVA are primarily 11th and 12th graders. The majority of these students are attending to retrieve credits in an educational environment designed to meet their academic needs. The data also reveals that DVA may elect to increase the awareness of the school’s program in surrounding neighborhoods to offer opportunities for enrollment to those students in the 9th and 10th grades. Charts A1 and A2 support the fact that the student population attending DVA only is significantly smaller than those students considered concurrent enrollees. These findings are important in creation of course schedules and determining the session in which specific courses are offered.   

The school improvement plan goals and the PMP action plans will be introduced to staff at the September 2011 professional development session. A summary of the findings as well as the importance of the plan will be discussed with the staff to raise awareness and support for the continued program to improve student achievement. 

Further, the school improvement goals and PMP will be reviewed during professional development sessions throughout the 2011-12 school year as new staff joins the Deer Valley Academy team. Multiple measures, such as standardized assessment results (AIMS) will continue to be collected and analyzed to form the basis for data-driven decision making at Deer Valley Academy.

 The first meeting with teachers includes a pre-conference explaining the evaluation process and reviewing 


the evaluation instrument. 


 As a part of the multiple, changing sessions, teachers are observed, evaluated and conferenced in an 


expedited manner. 


 New teachers are observed more frequently while veteran teachers expect to be observed approximately 


once per session. 


 DVA’s teacher evaluation form is used to document instructional practices in the classroom. (from question

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Introduction

The Deer Valley Academy is the single school governed by the Deer Valley Charter Schools, Inc. The organization began in 2001 as a part of the Deer Valley Unified School District. The intent of the charter school was to provide an evening school opportunity for students who needed to recover credits due to having failed or dropped classes, or having earned an incomplete in a course. In addition, students could choose to move forward by taking an additional class at DVA. In 2004, the charter school separated from the Deer Valley Unified School District to become its own entity. Following the reorganization, the school board changed, directorship of the charter school changed and plans were developed to improve student achievement.


Currently, the Deer Valley Charter Schools, Inc. is governed by a school board consisting of five members who conduct business in accordance with the Arizona School Board Association’s guidelines. As reflected in the school report card, Deer Valley Academy has an Executive Director, a staff of highly qualified and highly trained teachers (100%), a guidance counselor, and an enrollment between 90 and 100 students. The enrollment number varies depending on the six (6) yearly sessions offered at DVA. 


The academic performance rating as reflected on the dashboard indicates N/R in each of the categories. The N/R is due to the fact that DVA has very few tenth grade students enrolled in any session during the school year. Further, the number of tenth graders enrolled must also meet the state criteria for FAY students to be counted in the overall rating system by the state. In referring to the enrollment chart and the AIMS chart, it is clear that the number of tenth graders (FAY) enrolled at DVA and taking AIMS was not a large enough group to statistically calculate in the state’s letter grade formula. Therefore, Deer Valley Academy did not receive a letter grade. Consequently, DVA is submitting the Demonstration of Sufficient Performance Report to verify that all aspects of curriculum, assessment, professional development and instructional practices are focused on student growth and academic performance. 


The growth chart included in this report reflects significant academic growth by session and school year. Of the students attending DVA, most of whom have failed a core content area course, the majority are successful in passing the same level course. It is evident that the local school districts are confident in sending students to DVA as 96% of the students are referred to DVA by guidance counselors from their home school. A small percentage of students choose to continue at DVA as their home school contributing to the high graduation rate at the academy. (Refer to chart 2b.2) DVA strives for academic excellence by providing an exceptional, educational program for all students. Courses are in compliance with and meet the state standards for rigorous instructional content, and students are expected to meet all academic standards established by the district and the state. DVA received a Performing label from 2004 until the changes were made in the state rating system.


1a. Student Median Growth Percentile


The central focus of Deer Valley Academy is to provide a rich and comprehensive program that increases achievement and growth in each of the students who attends the school.  DVA is currently rated N/R in SGP because the primary calculation is based off the growth in AIMS results from sophomores taking the test for the first time.  Since the majority of DVA’s students are juniors and seniors, the school has not had enough sophomores taking AIMS to provide a measurable SGP.  While DVA does have some sophomores enrolled in classes, most attend DVA for credit retrieval purposes and take the AIMS test with their home school.  There are a small number of students who, as mentioned earlier, choose to continue with DVA as their home school; however, these full academic year (FAY) students are almost always juniors and seniors.  In some years, DVA has not had any FAY sophomores taking the AIMS.  However, we do have data that demonstrates students are making significant gains in academic growth during their time at the Academy and that student growth is consistent from session to session during our academic year.  


Deer Valley Academy’s courses are all taught by highly-qualified teachers, and curriculum is aligned with the Arizona Academic Standards.  The curriculum review committee has established pacing guidelines for block scheduling, instructional guides, and standards-based assessments (see Section 2a for more details).  Instructional methods and materials are continually revised and refined to align with updated standards, such as Common Core, and to increase student proficiency in all content areas.  Professional development at DVA is integral to the school’s culture and all teachers are involved in evaluations, conferencing, and intra-departmental mentoring. (see Section 2a)


In each of Deer Valley Academy’s six (6) sessions during the academic year, student growth and achievement is carefully monitored and continually assessed to provide ongoing feedback regarding the effectiveness of instruction.  Most students come to the Academy for credit retrieval and have been unsuccessful at completing a particular course prior to attending DVA.  Student success in each course, then, is a crucial measure of both instructional effectiveness and SGP.  Deer Valley Academy’s high rate of successful credit retrievals (see chart 2a.1) demonstrates that students, though some attend DVA for only a very short time, move from failure to proficiency in content areas and demonstrate significant growth in learning.  (See Section 2a for more details).

Deer Valley Academy has structured the courses and program of instruction to meet the needs of a diverse population of students. As mentioned previously, the majority of students attending Deer Valley Academy are in the eleventh and twelfth grades. (Refer to charts 2b.1 and 2b.2) Those students, as well as the small number of tenth grade students, who fall into the bottom 25% are provided additional instructional support through the supplementary tutoring program. (Refer to tutoring chart 2c.1) The program is structured and on-going as a part of the academic improvement plan for each of the students involved. Along with supplementary materials such as the current Buckledown series and the Holt test prep books, the staff receives training from Robert Marzano’s, Classroom Instruction That Works. The overall results of the tutoring program have indicated academic improvement on those targeted skills. Careful evaluation of the AIMS results from the April testing will be included in the continuation of the tutoring program and any potential addition to supplementary materials purchased for the next school year. (Refer to tutoring chart 2c.1)

Students who have not met the standards on AIMS are automatically involved in the tutoring program. During each session, the students are taught by a math and/or reading teacher based on their individual needs and AIMS results. Once identified, the student and parent meet with the guidance counselor who explains the tutoring program and the goals of the instructional time in the program. Along with the individual’s AIMS results, each student is given a pre-assessment review of previous test results to identify the specific skills needed to be successful on AIMS. Students remain in the tutoring sessions until AIMS is administered. If the student has not met the AIMS standards, the student will continue in the upcoming tutoring program.


Individual content area teachers are made aware of those students who have not met the AIMS standards and are expected to reinforce content information that would better prepare those students for the AIMS assessment. Monitoring of the classroom instruction is done by evaluation and conferencing with content area teachers. For example, students in math class would receive additional supporting instruction as it relates to the skills necessary for meeting the standards on AIMS. Reinforcement of concepts benefits all students in class with a specific focus on those students taking the AIMS assessment.


As mentioned in section 2a, the professional development sessions are directly related to academic improvement for all students. The AIMS data is provided to teachers at professional development sessions along with research-based strategies to implement in the classroom that are likely to improve student achievement. Classroom Instruction That Works is one of the resources used in professional development for staff. In addition, the math teachers have provided additional activities to all teachers that support math across the curriculum. Teachers are including these activities to support students and to demonstrate the importance of assessments. For example, in the American Literature class students used math skills to plot and calculate the travel pattern and distance taken by settlers who arrived in Jamestown. The data was then included in the written assignment as part of the required supporting details. 


Data reveals that the majority of students coming to Deer Valley Academy for credit retrieval demonstrate success in content area classes. (Refer to growth chart) The mission of the school is to provide quality instructors who possess unique skills and compassion for working with varied academic levels in each class. Students (96%) are recommended to DVA from the local school districts and continual communication is maintained with each student’s guidance counselor at his/her home school. To ensure that all students’ needs are met, a complete, individualized 4 year plan is created for every student at DVA. Further, the students who may fall in the bottom 25% are immediately identified and placed in classes accordingly. As stated, these students also receive tutoring and supportive classroom instruction.

2a. Percent Passing


Deer Valley Academy continues to follow a structured school improvement plan with a central focus on student achievement. In each of the four target areas, the majority of time and funding allocated is directly targeted to student performance. For example, in the DVA School Improvement Plan, Standard 2, curriculum, instruction and professional development centers on alignment with the Arizona State Standards/Common Core Standards and on the improvement of student achievement. Included in the related action plan is the target of increasing reading, writing and math AIMS scores through the tutoring program. (Refer to AIMS chart 2c.1 and 2c.2) Along with the use of pre and post assessments, student growth is measured and reviewed for reinforced or supportive instruction. In addition, the curriculum revision process continues with the committee currently finalizing the alignment with the Common Core Standards. Professional development continues to target research based instructional methods and teacher needs that impact student growth. Chart 2c.2 also demonstrates the growth of FAY students number 3, 4, 7, 8 and 10. Standard 3 of the DVA plan is the continuation and implementation of pre and post assessments related to reading and math. The results of these assessments drive the classroom instruction and the on-going modifications necessary for those students who are underperforming. Currently, DVA is participating in a North Central Review to continue accreditation. As a part of the process, a new school improvement plan is developed based on stakeholder surveys and student academic data.


Deer Valley Academy has established a formalized process to evaluate curriculum on a yearly basis. In the 2008-09 school year, the curriculum committee developed instructional guides for the curriculum, a comprehensive set of DVA district assessments that coordinate with the curriculum and state standards, complete pacing guides and lesson plans specific to the sessions at DVA, and adoption of relevant materials to support the curriculum. Supplementary materials designed for enrichment and to enhance additional academic support for underperforming students have been included in the formalized process. The yearly curriculum review process involves a meeting with the entire staff in the fall, with the curriculum committee then meeting monthly from January to May to compile information and continue with the revision process.


All teachers are involved in the yearly review process related to the course curriculum and materials. Teachers complete the curriculum and materials survey with specific comments related to their instructional content area and adopted materials. This information is evaluated by the curriculum committee prior to revisions and further adoption of materials. Input from teachers is essential in the revision process which is coordinated with changes made in the Arizona Academic Standards. Further, the curriculum review process involves a committee of core content teachers (4), a curriculum coordinator, and an administrator. Currently, the curriculum committee is working on new curriculum that is aligned with the Common Core Standards in content areas including math, language arts, science and social studies. In addition to the alignment with the Common Core Standards, revised pacing guides/lesson plans and pre and post assessments are being completed. Complete implementation of the revised materials will begin in first session of the year, July 2013, at Deer Valley Academy. Additional materials aligned to the curriculum will be utilized along with the newly revised curriculum.


To provide support for students who are underperforming in areas of reading and math, Deer Valley Academy has developed a supplemental curriculum with a focus on improved academic performance as measured by AIMS assessments as well as performance on pre and post assessments given in class. Students involved in the additional instruction/tutoring program are those students who have not reached a satisfactory performance level on the AIMS assessment. Included are students in grades 10, 11 and 12. While the number of 10th grade students at DVA is very low, DVA ensures that every student who is re-taking the AIMS has the opportunity for supplemental instruction. The tutoring program is on-going and embedded in the instructional foundation at the school. The tutoring program functions as a pull-out with specific scheduled daily dates and times. 

The structured, tutoring program takes place during each of the 6 sessions at DVA which means that the program matches the calendar school year. The AIMS chart demonstrates the number of students who have shown academic improvement following the tutoring program and supplemental instruction. 


Monitoring the integration of the Arizona Academic Standards is multifaceted and on-going. In addition to the curriculum review process, teachers are routinely evaluated in the classroom and involved in conferencing to review instructional practices. The formal evaluation process continues to reflect student engagement and student performance as the primary focus. The evaluation instrument will be revised this summer to better reflect the Common Core Standards as they relate to instructional practices and student achievement. Lesson plans for core content areas note the corresponding common core standard which reflects the concept being taught. Teachers are expected to state and or write the objective on the white board for each lesson so students are aware of the expectations and outcomes for the lesson. Activities in the daily lesson plans must align to the standard and objective for instruction. Classroom assessment results contribute to the measures used in evaluating student growth.  As reflected in the student growth chart, student growth, the percentage of students showing academic growth in each session demonstrates the consistency of instruction and overall effectiveness of the curriculum. Students previously unsuccessful in a content area experienced measurable growth and proficiency in passing the course at DVA. In addition, DVA’s instructional effectiveness is shown by the fact that our students have a high success rate in core content area classes as reflected in the percent passing chart.


Teachers participate in professional goal setting along with individual professional growth plans. All teachers (100%) at Deer Valley Academy are highly qualified and highly trained. This is an expectation of the Deer Valley Charter Schools Inc. Board of Directors and has been in practice since 2008. Teachers are expected to attend regularly scheduled staff development sessions as all topics are student-related and geared toward improvement of academic performance. Agendas, sign-in sheets and related artifacts are maintained on campus. Professional development is embedded in the instructional culture and a part of the school improvement plan. As reflected in the NCA survey, teachers understand the relevance of analyzing and applying student performance data in lessons designs and daily instruction.

2b. Composite School Comparison


A comparison between Deer Valley Academy and a school of similar size and population is a challenging task because our unique school calendar and student population is not equivocal to any other school in the area.  As mentioned previously in the sections 1a and 1b, the great majority of students at DVA are juniors and seniors (see chart 2b.2), and DVA has very few FAY sophomores taking the AIMS test under our auspices (see chart 1a.1).  As a result, DVA has the rating of N/R for SGP, due to the fact that SGP is measured solely by FAY sophomores’ improved performance on the AIMS test.  DVA does not anticipate an influx of sophomores in the foreseeable future, and a corresponding rating, because most students come to realize their need for credit retrieval during their junior and senior years.  


The most apt comparison with our student population would be the Deer Valley Unified School District, because DVA students are referred by local school district counselors and come from comprehensive high schools.  The most salient point of comparison would be the graduation rates of the two entities, since graduation rates and AIMS scores are the two main measures of school quality currently emphasized by the Arizona Department of Education.  For example, the graduation rate for Deer Valley Unified School District, in 2011-2012, was 91%; the graduation rate for DVA in the same period was 94%.  As mentioned previously, DVA has far more FAY seniors than sophomores, so graduation rate is a better point of comparison than AIMS scores.  Deer Valley Academy provides an individualized plan of support for each senior to ensure that they remain on track for graduation. (See Section 4a for more details)

2c. Subgroup Comparison


 Deer Valley Academy is recognized as a small school (see dashboard and state demographic information) with a majority of students in the eleventh and twelfth grades. DVA has no students in the ELL or FRL categories. However, DVA does have a small number of students with disabilities enrolled. DVA continues to meet all state and federal guidelines for students with disabilities including all required reports and documents related to enrollment, 45 day screening, instruction, IEP’s, conferencing, assessments, transition plans and graduation plans. 


Students with disabilities are mainstreamed into regular classes, a least restrictive environment, and are monitored closely by the classroom teacher, support specialist, counselor and special education teacher. Each student’s IEP is implemented in class and monitored during the course session. Teachers are accountable for the implementation of the IEP and working directly with each special needs student to encourage and support their success. 

In addition to classroom support, students with disabilities are involved in the tutoring program, another means of increasing student proficiency. The tutoring program is structured to include hands-on activities that engage students in active learning and retention of information. Pre and post assessments are given in the tutoring session to identify each student’s area of need and specific skills for reinforcement. 


Parents are involved in all aspects of the educational process for all students with disabilities. Parents must attend enrollment meetings, IEP meetings and other meetings as needed. Progress reports are provided to students at the mid-term and follow-up calls are made for any student not meeting the academic standards. To further assist special needs students, classroom numbers are kept low so that the teacher to student ratio is more likely to allow for individualized instruction in content area classes. While this practice is beneficial to all students, it is especially important to students with a need for extra support and instruction.


Professional development topics have included working with students with disabilities. Sessions have focused on topics such as teaching in the block, helping students with learning disabilities, monitoring the individual education plan, and modified assessment strategies. Teaching the Best Practice Way ,by Daniels and Bizar, is another resource available to DVA teachers. Drawing from these research-based methods has enhanced the presentations in class and assisted teachers in better planning for the block scheduling at DVA. The structured, daily lesson plans provided to DVA teachers are aligned with the curriculum and include activities that are directly related to meeting the instructional objectives and achieving specific outcomes. 


Further, the restructuring of the teacher evaluation instrument is based on the Arizona  guidelines and Charlotte Danielson’s Professional Practice A Framework for Teaching. Danielson divided the 22 components clusters into 4 domains of teaching, which is aligned to the Arizona professional development guidelines. Each component defines a specific aspect of a domain. The research reflects student academic improvement when implementation of the methods from A Framework for Teaching is incorporated into instructional practices. For example, in domain 1, planning and preparation, component 1f, designing student assessment, the four elements have guided the creation of DVA’s pre and post assessments for core content areas. Professional development sessions have included methods and strategies from the Danielson model. 


Full implementation of the revised evaluation process will begin in the 2013-2014 school year. Prior to the start of the new school year, all DVA teachers will attend the professional development sessions to become familiar with the revised evaluation and the relevance to student achievement. In addition, training will be included in each monthly session of professional development to better ensure that all DVA teachers, some of whom are on a rotating basis, receive the same information and have an understanding of the expectations and outcomes. 


The goal at Deer Valley Academy is to provide the optimum educational experience for all students attending. Special needs students are more likely to be successful and benefit when the instructional program is organized, structured, specific and uniformly implemented with clearly defined outcomes for student achievement.

3a. A-F Letter Grade State Accountability System


The Deer Valley Academy administration and school board are cognizant of the critical nature of relevant student data. Decisions are made for courses offered based on data related to student needs, such as AIMS results, academic levels and student population. As a data-driven school, administration and staff closely monitor student assessment data, student documents and multiple measures to create master schedules, course offerings, hiring of teachers and communication with neighboring districts in an on-going effort to provide opportunities for a diverse population of students. 


As documented in the state report card and state accountability reports, DVA has maintained a performing plus or performing label from 2004 until the state system changed to the letter score. Currently, DVA does not receive a letter score due to the small school status and number of students in a given session. While DVA holds sessions year-round, enrollment at each session varies and is not sizable enough to receive a letter score at this time. (Refer to enrollment charts 2b.1 and 2b.2)


As stated previously, DVA has very few tenth grade students enrolled. The enrollment chart demonstrates the low number of tenth grade students as compared to the consistent number of eleventh and twelfth grade students enrolled. AIMS data evaluated by the state is based on the performance of tenth grade students only which, in the case of a small school, is not indicative of the overall performance of students enrolled. 


Yearly analysis of grade level enrollment reveals that eleventh and twelfth grade students at DVA are attending to retrieve credits in an educational environment designed to meet their academic needs. The data also shows that DVA has not increased the number of ninth or tenth grade student enrolling in any of the sessions. As DVA continues to provide awareness of the school and the programs through neighboring districts, freshmen and sophomores may elect to enroll in the future.


4a. High School Graduation Rate


The graduation rate at Deer Valley Academy is 94% as reflected on the dashboard and in state reports. DVA is proud that students are meeting their academic goals and successfully completing both state and district graduation requirements. As mentioned in previous sections, it is not common for a ninth grade student to enroll at DVA, so the graduation rate is a representation of students who enter at various times in their educational career. 


Each student enrolling at DVA is provided individualized guidance and a plan to meet graduation requirements. Students are enrolled in classes based on their needs and state requirements for each of the core content areas. Students who have not met the state standards on AIMS are also included in the tutoring program as an additional support. 


Students preparing for graduation are counseled and monitored to ensure that they remain on-line to graduate. Parent meetings begin in March of each year to prepare families for the celebration of success. Students complete a survey related to post-secondary plans and the guidance counselor makes every effort to maintain open communication with graduates to track their success. 


As each year comes to a close, the staff consistently stays involved in the graduation ceremony which demonstrates their dedication to the success of the DVA students. While the graduation rate is high, DVA staff continues to seek out ways to improve overall to increase the percentage each year.

DVA is the single school in the Deer Valley Charter School District.  DVA offers 


courses in six sessions beginning in July and ending in June. Each session offers 


core content classes with curriculum based on state standards (CCRS) and taught 


by highly qualified/certified teachers. Pre and post assessments are a part of the 


data collected session-to-session and analyzed to demonstrate academic growth in 


the standards-based, core classes. 


In addition to the pre and post assessments, grade distribution and percent passing 


a core class, DVA has implemented a district assessment that is aligned to the state 


standards (CCRS) and the DVA curriculum. The DVA Comprehensive 


Assessment was first administered in fall 2014. The assessment will be given in 


spring 2015. Benchmarks and median scores have been established for the 


comprehensive assessment.

Pre and post assessments have been implemented at DVA. The assessments are 


standardized, aligned to the state standards and inclusive of the core content standards. 


Professionals in the core content areas designed the pre and post assessments to be free 


of bias, valid and reliable. The pre and post assessments are clearly focused and have 


reflected accurate measures of the content. Further, the pre and post assessments 


reflect consistent scores over time and with various instructors.  


The DVA Comprehensive Assessment is aligned with the state standards and has been 


reviewed by math and language arts experts along with the curriculum specialists. 


Sample assessments from Arizona, Oregon and California were made available to the 


committee as the sample assessments align to Common Core Standards and were used 


as resources. State standards and DVA curriculum in math, reading and writing were 


also a part of the resources provided in developing the assessment.  


The committee followed a validity and reliability checklist, as suggested by the North 


Central Regional Educational Laboratory, to ensure the appropriateness of the 


assessment. Following development of the DVA Comprehensive Assessment, a final 


review was done by DVA math and language arts teachers to check for bias and 


fairness. The next step was to pilot the assessment. 


Data from the pilot test was presented to the committee for review. The format was 


familiar to students and the timeframe for administration of the assessment was ample. 


The DVA Comprehensive Assessment was administered in the spring of 2014. The 


assessment is new and analysis is on-going. Test questions were multiple choice and 


scoring was consistent as two writing teachers scored the written portion of the test. 


Reliability was also analyzed on the basis of comparable measures and projected 


outcomes. Student scores, strengths and challenges were similar to those identified in 


the AIMS results. Confirmation of reliability is on-going as the test is new and will be 


given again in spring 2015.   
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Conclusions Drawn From Data 
3. What analysis has the Charter Holder conducted for each measure that does not meet the Board’s 


academic performance expectations to understand current year performance as compared to prior 
year(s) performance? What change in academic performance does the analysis indicate? How does 
the analysis indicate the identified change in academic performance? 


DVA has used pre and post assessments for several years as an indicator of academic 


growth in core classes. Pre and post assessments are standardized and given in the first 


and last weeks of the sessions. As part of the multiple measures, DVA teachers 


administer mid-term assessments that are analyzed and compared to final assessments. 


Grade distributions and percent passing (a course) are also part of the student academic 


growth.  


The new district assessment is administered in the fall and spring of the school year 


and is aligned to the state standards. The assessment will continue to be administered, 


evaluated and refined as a part of the overall picture of student academic growth. 


In analyzing the data from each assessment, the scores are recorded in percentages. For 


example, the pre and post assessment scores for each student are recorded in 


percentages. This allows teachers to monitor individuals for academic growth. The 


scores are then averaged to determine, in a particular core class, the pre assessment 


average and the post assessment average. The average growth is then recorded. This 


process allows for consistency in the analysis of data.  


In addition, DVA reviews the percent of students passing a core class during each 


session. Along with the percent passing, DVA monitors the grade distribution in each 


class. The practice of collecting percent passing data and grade distributions provides a 


larger picture of the student progress and instruction. 


The following are examples of Pre and Post data, percent passing data and grade 


distribution data. All data are provided to teachers in professional development 


sessions and are part of the discussion and planning for curriculum, instruction and 


continuous improvement goals. 


Analysis of student performance data reveals a continued need for the tutoring 


program to assist those students who have not met the standards in math and reading. 


Trends are revealed and concepts identified to broaden the scope of instruction in 


providing support to all students in core areas. As new students enter and exit every six 


weeks, predicting outcomes and reviewing trends becomes a part of the overall 


analysis of data.

1. What is the Charter Holder’s process for evaluating curriculum? How does the Charter Holder 
evaluate how effectively the curriculum enables students to meet the standards? 


Deer Valley Academy’s curriculum is based on the Arizona State 
College and Career Readiness Standards and has a formalized 
curriculum process that includes reviewing, evaluating, revising 
and writing. Instructional materials are selected in conjunction 
with curriculum revisions. The entire curriculum process follows an 
established timeline, which details each part of the annual review, 
evaluation and revision. In addition, a formalized curriculum 
writing process is scheduled every five years. New curricula is 
written for each core course taught at DVA. Newly adopted text, 
audio/visual and instructional materials are implemented along 
with the newly written curriculum. 
 
The curriculum review process includes a structured timeline and 
action plan. The timeline revolves around DVA’s year-long 
schedule beginning in July and culminating in June of the following 
year. The yearly review allows for curriculum adjustments and 
modifications to lesson designs. Student performance data is 
critical in the review process as are the CIP goals and stakeholder 
input.  
 
In evaluating the curriculum, teachers complete review documents 
identifying strengths and areas of concern in their content area. 
The process allows significant input by teachers as they analyze 
student learning and performance in each session taught. 
Department leaders meet with members of the content area staff 
to discuss the curriculum, suggestions and modifications. In 
addition, curriculum pacing guides, lesson design and daily lesson 
plans are revised as needed.

External alignment in each core content area has been 
accomplished by using the state documents to guide curriculum 
writing. Evaluations of alignment were conducted by experts in the 
field and the curriculum director. Curriculum mapping was 
included in the evaluation process to align standards and to 
strengthen instructional content.  
 
The newly written core curriculum was implemented at DVA in the 
2014 school year. Curriculum standards were aligned with the 
state and paralleled core curriculum from the neighboring district. 
This practice ensures that dual enrolled students are able to 
transition smoothly and maintain academic integrity. In addition, 
common assessments were developed that aligned to the 
curriculum and are provided to content area teachers.   
 
Student performance data is another factor in the evaluation of 
curriculum. Pre and post assessments are administered in core 
classes each session. Teachers complete an evaluation of student 
assessment performance by identifying concepts and standards 
that need enhancement and those students have mastered. 
Teachers complete an action plan stating the instructional 
methods, strategies and techniques that will be utilized to 
promote improvement. Growth percentages are calculated and 
returned to teachers at the end of each session. This practice 
provides information for instructional and lesson adjustments. 
Mid-term grades for all students are reviewed by the 
administration. Students having academic difficulty are identified 
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and provided additional support during the remainder of the 
session.

2. How does the Charter Holder identify gaps in the curriculum? 
Area II: Curriculum 


 


DVA incorporates strategies to ensure that the curriculum is aligned 


to the state standards and taught in the classroom. Curriculum 


analysis is one strategy to assist in identifying gaps in the 


curriculum. Research has demonstrated that analysis allows 


teachers the opportunity to more closely “break down” the 


standards as they align curriculum and further create lesson 


designs. DVA core teachers create lesson plans that are specific to 


the days in each session and block schedule. Plans include 


standards, objectives, relevant activities and assessments.  


Analyzing pre and post assessments provides information regarding 


student prior knowledge and academic growth. Teachers utilize 


results to modify instruction as needed. Further, reviewing the 


assessment results allows teachers to identify academic needs and 


areas to improve instruction. Administrators review the data to 


draw conclusions related to instruction, performance and the 


possible need to make adjustments to curriculum.

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Common assessments are another way in which DVA can monitor 


standards being taught and possible gaps in the curriculum. 


Performance data is compiled for each session and provided to 


teachers in a professional development session. In content area 


groups, performance results are reviewed and discussion takes 


place related to strengths and areas of concern. Curriculum 


standards, instructional methods and academic rigor are the topics 


discussed prior to revisions or modification to curriculum and 


instruction. 


Monitoring the implementation of pacing guides provides another 


avenue for identifying gaps in the curriculum. Pacing guides have 


been established by experienced professionals in the content areas 


and align to the block schedule timeframe. While they are guides, 


teachers are expected to use the guides to ensure standards are met 


in each session. 


Currently, DVA is analyzing content area testing as it relates to 


Bloom’s Taxonomy. Teachers are preparing questions on 


classroom quizzes and tests to encourage higher levels of thinking 


for students. Professional development sessions support this 


process and continue to address rigor in the classroom.

During the five year curriculum writing cycle, the curriculum committee 


convenes to write new or revised curriculum.

4. Who is involved in the process for adopting or revising curriculum?

Deer Valley Academy’s formal curriculum review process involves 


all staff members, the curriculum committee and administration. 


Stakeholder involvement takes place in the form of surveys and 


participation on the curriculum committee. In addition, the 


curriculum is presented to the parent group at the annual meeting in 


December.  


Surveys are given to all stakeholders. Questions related to 


instruction, curriculum, rigor and student performance are included 


on the survey. Survey results are compiled for the curriculum 


committee’s use. Surveys are administered at registration times 


each session to garner the highest percentage of returns. In addition, 


focus groups are held twice a year with staff, students and parents. 


Focus groups provide information for both curriculum and 


instruction.

5. When adopting curriculum, how does the Charter Holder evaluate curriculum options to 
determine which curriculum to adopt? 


Answer (suggested word count is 400 words): 


The DVA curriculum committee begins the process with multiple 


documents as the revision/writing takes place. Following the 


timeline (calendar), committee members and additional 


stakeholders meet to set goals and objectives for the curriculum. 


The primary documents used in the process are the state 


standards/CCRS and previous curriculum materials. The state 


standards/CCRS are the guide for the DVA curriculum committee 


during the writing process. 


The committee was provided with assessment data, Bloom’s 


Taxonomy charts and pacing guides. In addition, core curriculum 


documents from the neighboring district are available to assist in 


paralleling as is necessary for transitioning students. The 


partnership with the neighboring district continues with open 


communication between teachers, curriculum staff and counselors.  


Materials included in the curriculum adoption process are evaluated 


by committee members. Each member is skilled in their content 


area and experienced in student performance. Additionally, DVA 


curriculum members participate as curriculum review members at 


their home (day) schools. The continuous involvement is an added 


benefit to DVA as curriculum options are evaluated.

6. What is the Charter Holder’s process for ensuring consistent implementation of the 


curriculum across the school(s) operated by the Charter Holder? 


Answer (suggested word count is 400 words): 


Deer Valley Academy is the singular school under the umbrella of 


Deer Valley Charter Schools, Inc. Ensuring implementation of the 


curriculum is the responsibility of administration and teachers. The 


DVA curriculum, lesson design and assessments are aligned to the 


state standards/CCRS. Teachers are tasked with delivering 


curriculum in the content areas and monitoring the performance of 


students.  


The implementation of curriculum is monitored in several ways.

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The teacher evaluation is reflective of the state recommendations. 


The DVA evaluation instrument is based on Charlotte Danielson’s 


methods as presented in “The Framework for Teaching Evaluation 


Instrument” workshops and materials. Teachers are evaluated 


during each session, including the summer session. In addition, 


lesson plans are written and include curriculum standards. 


Observations are unannounced and frequent to monitor 


implementation of curriculum and instructional delivery.  


DVA has common assessments for core content areas. Assessments 


are provided to teachers as are pacing guides and curriculum 


documents. It is a clearly stated expectation that both new and 


veteran teachers follow the DVA curriculum. Assessment data, 


lesson plans and evaluations are reviewed to assist in monitoring 


the implementation of curriculum.   
 


7. What tools exist that identify what must be taught and when it must be delivered? How does 
the Charter Holder ensure that all grade-level standards are covered within the academic 
year? 


Answer (suggested word count is 400 words): 


DVA has a detailed set of curriculum documents and pacing guides 


that provide the format for daily lesson plans in each core content 


area. Due to the structure of the school, six sessions and block 


schedule, daily pacing guides are specific and provided to teachers. 


Teachers may adjust lesson plans as needed for time but must 


implement standards as directed.  


The school year at DVA begins in July and ends in June. The year-


round calendar reflects the timeframe for each session (6) and the 


time of day sessions are held. The uniqueness of DVA includes 


dual enrolled students and a small number of students who attend 


DVA as their home school.  


Secondary courses are aligned to the state requirements for 


graduation and include a number of electives to provide numerous 


options for students. Curriculum documents, pacing guides and 


lesson plans are available for all courses and provided to teachers. 


Following the curriculum and lesson plans ensure that the standards 


are taught and students are assessed for progress. Monitoring by 


observation, evaluation, assessment and conferencing provides

8. What is the expectation for consistent use of these tools? How are these expectations 
communicated?  


Answer (suggested word count is 400 words): 


DVA conducts staff meetings, professional development sessions 


and informal gatherings that focus on school goals and 


expectations. All staff are given a school calendar for planning. 


Attendance at PD and staff meetings is mandatory for session 


teachers with three yearly meetings that are mandatory for all staff 


who wish to continue as a part of the DVA team. The purpose of 


the mandatory meetings is to ensure that all staff are aware of 


pertinent information regarding expectations and any changes in 


policies as a part of the Continuous Improvement Plan at DVA.  


New teachers are involved in meetings that are specific to their 


needs and will assist them in becoming acquainted with the 


procedures and practices at the school. Expectations related to 


curriculum and instruction are clearly presented at meetings and 


professional development sessions. New teachers are observed 


more frequently as a part of DVA’s on-going continuous 


improvement.  


Teachers may choose to access curriculum documents 


electronically or in hard copy form. Lesson plans, pre/post 


assessments, common assessments, texts and audio visual materials 


are made available to teachers along with a technology lab.

The DVA instructional staff is keenly aware of the overall 


requirements of the state and district related to student 


performance. The expectation is that teachers will use the adopted 


curriculum, materials and assessments and that students will 


continue to demonstrate growth in performance. The uniqueness of 


DVA, and the frequency of entries and exits form each session (6), 


contributes to the complexities of measuring performance growth. 


Performance trends are analyzed in monitoring academic growth as 


well as assessment results. 


In addition to performance measures, unannounced observations 


are conducted on a regular basis. Teachers are aware of the 


evaluation process, instrument and expectations. The evaluation 


instrument is aligned with instructional standards and expectations. 


Teachers have been provided with PD related to differentiated 


instruction, Bloom’s Taxonomy, curriculum standards, lesson plans 


and assessments. Monitoring the use of instructional materials and 


technology usage coincides with instructional monitoring.  


Instructional lesson plans are submitted and must include standards 


and objectives that align with the curriculum.

10. What process does the Charter Holder use to ensure the curriculum is aligned to Arizona’s 


College and Career Ready Standards?

The DVA curriculum committee follows the timeline for writing 


and revising curriculum. Part of the process includes assessing the 


alignment of core curriculum with the state standards. The analysis 


involves the core academic lead teachers and administrators who 


are tasked with “breaking down” the standards to decode the 


performance requirements embedded therein. Along with 


curriculum mapping and lesson design, the committee is able to 


ensure alignment of district curriculum with state standards. The 


final part of internal alignment takes place when instructional 


strategies and assessments demonstrate meeting the instructional 


standards. Evaluating student performance provides data to confirm 


progress or identify gaps in instruction or learning. 


In the classroom, teachers consistently monitor the implementation 


of the standards with the actual learning experience. Observations 


and conversations involving both teachers and administrators are 


important factors in the process.

Once students are enrolled, the content area teachers administer a 


pre-test during the first week of school.

The tutoring program, 


which has proven to be successful, provides additional support in 


reading, writing and math. Students who have not met the standards 


on the AIMS Assessment are automatically placed in the tutoring 


program. The tutoring is a standards-based program with specific, 


individualized instruction.

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14. How has the Charter Holder ensured that the curriculum addresses the needs of students 
with disabilities?

Deer Valley Academy is recognized as a small school with a 


majority of students in the eleventh and twelfth grades. DVA has 


no students in the ELL or FRL categories. However, DVA does 


have a small number of students with disabilities enrolled. DVA 


continues to meet all state and federal guidelines for students with 


disabilities including all required reports and documents related to 


enrollment, 45 day screening, instruction, IEP’s, conferencing, 


assessments, transition plans and graduation plans.  


Students with disabilities are mainstreamed into regular classes, a 


least restricted environment, and are monitored closely by the 


classroom teacher, support specialist, counselor and special 


education teacher. Each student’s IEP is implemented in class and 


monitored during the course session. Teachers are accountable for 


the implementation of the IEP and working directly with each 


special needs student to encourage and support their success.  


The (special education) support specialist meets with all special 


needs students during each session. Meetings include a review of 


classes and progress being made. Needs are discussed and adjusted 


as necessary. Communication between the support specialist and 


classroom teachers is an on-going practice.  


In addition to classroom support, students with disabilities are 


involved in the tutoring program, another means of increasing 


student proficiency. The tutoring program is structured to include 


hands-on activities that engage students in active learning and 


retention of information. Pre and post assessments are given in the 


tutoring session to identify each student’s area of need and specific 


skills for reinforcement.  


Parents are involved in all aspects of the educational process for all 


students with disabilities. Parents must attend enrollment meetings, 


IEP meetings and other meetings as needed. Progress reports are 


provided to students at the mid-term and follow-up calls are made 


for any student not meeting the academic standards. To further 


assist special needs students, classroom numbers are kept low so 


that the teacher to student ratio (1 to 25) is more likely to allow for 


IEP’s, pre/post

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individualized instruction in content area classes. While this 


practice is beneficial to all students, it is especially important to 


students with a need for extra support and instruction. 


 


Professional development topics have included working with 


students with disabilities. Sessions have focused on topics such as 


teaching in the block, helping students with learning disabilities, 


monitoring the individual education plan, and modified assessment 


strategies. Teaching the Best Practice Way, by Daniels and Bizar, is 


another resource available to DVA teachers. Drawing from these 


research-based methods have enhanced the presentations in class 


and assisted teachers in better planning for block scheduling at 


DVA. The pacing guides provided to DVA teachers are aligned 


with the curriculum and include activities that are directly related to 


meeting the instructional objectives and achieving specific 


outcomes.  


The goal at Deer Valley Academy is to provide the optimum 


educational experience for all students attending. Special needs 


students are more likely to be successful and benefit when the 


instructional program is organized, structured, specific and 


uniformly implemented with clearly defined outcomes for student 


achievement.

Due to the overall enrollment at DVA, a small number of students 


take the AIMS each year. As a result, DVA receives an NR as few 


of the students attending are in the 10
th


 grade and enrollment does 


not reflect a minimum number of FAY students. Individual results 


are analyzed to indicate growth for each student. Performance charts 


are developed along with academic trends to demonstrate and 


identify strengths and challenges in standards and concepts. AIMS 


results are provided to teachers along with concept indicators that 


will assist them in classroom instruction.   


 


Pre and post assessments have been developed by core area teachers 


to identify academic levels, prior knowledge and lesson planning. 


Pre and post testing is evaluated with results provided to teachers. 


Common assessments are provided for core content areas. 


Improvement in these assessments is on-going as teachers review 


questions for clarity and changes are made in curriculum.  


 


In addition, DVA has developed a comprehensive assessment that is 


aligned to the state standards and curriculum. This assessment 


focuses on concepts addressed in the AIMS and is another tools for

As a school with multiple entry and exits, DVA has 


identified valuable information regarding student performance and 


instruction from these sources. All data is provided to teachers in PD 


sessions.

The process of designing or selecting assessments includes teachers 


and administrators. Content area teachers work as a team to identify 


the assessments that best align to curriculum, meet the standards, 


include high level thinking skills and maintain academic rigor. In 


each core content, teachers have identified common assessments 


(finals) that meet the criteria for the course and curriculum. 


Adjustments are made as an on-going process to maintain accuracy 


and integrity in testing.  


The DVA Comprehensive Assessment was developed by a team of 


experts in their field: math, reading and writing. Sample assessments 


from Arizona, Oregon and California were made available as they 


aligned to the Common Core Standards. The process included the 


following:

Following the administration of the DVA Comprehensive 


Assessment, the results were used to identify gaps in the concepts,

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As many as 10 questions on the math test were either removed or 


modified for content clarity or relevance. Math and Language Arts 


teachers continue as a part of the team to review test results and 


offer suggestions for improvement as needed.  


 


Teacher generated testing takes place in all content areas and is left 


to the discretion of the teacher. Mid-term testing is teacher generated 


to better meet their instructional pacing and provides immediate 


feedback for individualized instruction. 


 
 


3. How is the assessment system aligned to the curriculum and instructional methodology?  


Answer (suggested word count is 400 words): 


The assessment system is aligned to the curriculum by identifying 


the content standards and checking for reliability and validity. The 


consistency of DVA’s Comprehensive Assessment has 


demonstrated a high level of reliability. Strands/concepts in AIMS 


are also consistent with those in DVA’s assessment. The DVA 


assessment will be administered in late spring (2015) to determine 


reliability and identify correlations between scores. This process will 


further the strength of the DVA Comprehensive Assessment.  


Pre and post assessments and common assessments (finals) provide 


a window into the strength and consistency of teacher generated 


assessment. These assessments have been developed by content area 


specialists and are subject to modification as is needed to maintain 


integrity. 


Research has proven that aligning curriculum with state standards, 


including instruction that is based on the curriculum and 


administering assessments that identify opportunities for students to 


demonstrate competencies is a system that promotes growth in 


performance. DVA has continued to follow this format in 


establishing a system that fits the instructional methodology and 


academic goals.  


Teachers are tasked with following the pacing guides, preparing 


daily lessons and activities that address curriculum standards. 


Monitoring instruction is accomplished by observation and 


evaluation to ensure the alignment of curriculum, instruction and 


assessment.

As a result, the number of students taking the AIMS 


assessment does not meet the state requirement for calculation or as 


FAY students. However, the DVA administration continues to 


analyze AIMS data to identify trends in specific content strands and 


includes the data in decision making related to curriculum, 


instruction, assessment, and student performance. 


The DVA comprehensive assessment is administered to students in 


core content classes during the fall and spring. The assessment focus 


is on reading comprehension, written expression and mathematics. 


Data is utilized to determine specific content strengths and 


challenges and to drive curriculum, instruction and professional 


development. Data is provided to teachers in PD sessions that follow 


administration of the assessments. Teachers participate in the 


process of aligning lesson designs, curriculum and instructional 


materials. 


Teacher generated assessments in class are routinely administered at 


the discretion of the teacher and in accordance with pacing guides 


and session timelines. Pre and post, mid-terms and finals are 


scheduled assessments and follow the school (sessions) calendar.

6. How is the analysis used to evaluate instructional and curricular effectiveness?  


Answer (suggested word count is 400 words): 


Multiple measures are analyzed to monitor student performance and 


classroom instructional practices. Lesson plans, assignments and 


assessments are areas included in the overall evaluation of the 


instructional effectiveness at DVA. The observation and evaluation 


system is one way in which administrators monitor implementation 


of curriculum and instructional methods that deliver the optimum 


learning environment for students.  


Data from sources that measure performance is another tool used in 


checking the alignment of instruction with curriculum standards. It 


is an expectation at DVA that what is taught must be aligned to the 


standards, and assessment must reflect relevant, related concepts for 


students to be adequately prepared to meet learning objectives. 


Reviewing test results, commonly missed questions and possible 


gaps in instruction reveal critical information used to adjust 


instruction as necessary to ensure standards are taught and students 


are learning. 


Teachers receive immediate feedback on pre assessments and mid-


terms so that instructional adjustments can take place. Observations 


and evaluations document instructional practices and areas for 


improvement. Lesson plans allow an opportunity for teachers to 


identify standards taught on a daily basis while assessments reflect 


the effectiveness of learning based on performance and growth. 


Noted in the assessment calendar, multiple measures are frequently 


analyzed with results presented to teachers. Professional 


development sessions include topics that enhance understanding of 


the use of data in the classroom.

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exits in the year-round calendar. As a result, 83% of the students are 


dual enrolled and change from session to session. (Note: the 


percentage changes slightly each session.) Data collected early in 


each session allows opportunities for teachers to adjust lessons and 


meet the academic needs of students. 


Pre and post assessments offer the most immediate information 


regarding academic knowledge and level of understanding. Teachers 


are able to establish a baseline in each session to measure student 


achievement and identify content skill levels that assist them in daily 


lesson planning. In addition, mid-term tests provide the next 


substantial measure for the session. Teachers evaluate student 


progress and communicate achievement to both students and 


parents. Additional teacher generated classroom quizzes and tests 


take place at the discretion of the teacher.  


Results from pre/post and mid-terms are analyzed and charted by the 


administrators with feedback to teachers. This process has proven 


beneficial in monitoring curriculum and instructional practices. 


Academic trends and skill sets are identified and used to 


modify/adjust lessons as necessary for improvement in student 


performance. 


AIMS data and the DVA Comprehensive Assessment data are 


evaluated to support modifications/adjustments in curriculum.

Seven students were tested, and four of the students met the 


standards. The students not meeting the standards appeared to have 


difficulty with the multiple choice portion of the assessment. 


 


Results indicated an average of 3.5 points (out of 6) were earned on 


the writing prompt portion of the test. 


 


The average number correct on the Writing Elements portion was 


9.3 out of a possible 27. The number correct reflected an average of 


34.6% correct in the category. 
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In Ideas and Content/Organization, the average number correct was 


5 out of a possible 12. The number correct reflected an average of 


42% correct in the category. 


 


The Voice/ Word Choice/Sentence Fluency portion revealed an 


average of 3.6 out of 9 possible. The number correct reflected an 


average of 40.6% correct in the category. 


 


Students struggled in the Conventions portion of the assessment. An 


average of 1 correct out of 6 possible reflected only 17% correct in 


the category. 


 


 


The fall 2013 AIMS data was reviewed to better understand student 


progress on the AIMS assessment. Students (3) not meeting the 


standards on the April 2014 AIMS writing assessment had 


previously (fall 2013) made significant gains (average 17 points) to 


approach the standards. On the April 2014 AIMS, the average gain 


was 1 point. 


 


Data analysis indicated a need to reinforce learning in those areas of 


the assessment that posed the greatest challenge for students. The 


multiple choice portion of the assessment includes reading 


comprehension along with those skills associated with each concept 


and performance objective.

proficient students to determine the effectiveness of supplemental and/or differentiated 
instruction and curriculum? 


Answer (suggested word count is 400 words): 


Deer Valley Academy has structured the courses and program of 


instruction to meet the needs of a diverse population of students. As 


mentioned previously, the majority of students attending Deer 


Valley Academy are in the eleventh and twelfth grades. Those 


students, as well as the small number of tenth grade students, who 


fall into the bottom 25% are provided additional instructional 


support through the supplementary tutoring program. The program 


is structured and on-going as a part of the academic improvement 


plan for each of the students involved. Along with supplementary 


materials such as the current Buckledown series and the Holt test 


prep books, the staff receives training from Robert Marzano’s, 


Classroom Instruction That Works. The overall results of the 


tutoring program have indicated academic improvement on those 


targeted skills. Careful evaluation of the AIMS results is included in 


the continuation of the tutoring program and any addition to 


supplementary materials purchased for the next school year.  


Students who have not met the standards on AIMS are automatically 


involved in the tutoring program. During each session, the students 


are taught by a math and/or reading teacher based on their individual 


needs and AIMS results. Once identified, the student and parent 


meet with the guidance counselor who explains the tutoring program 


and the goals of the instructional time in the program. Along with 


the individual’s AIMS results, each student is given a pre-


assessment to identify the specific skills needed to be successful on 


AIMS. Students remain in the tutoring sessions until AIMS is 


administered. Upon receipt of the results, and if the students meets 


the standards on AIMS, the student may opt out of tutoring. If the

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student has not met the AIMS standards, the student will continue in 


the program. 


Individual content area teachers are made aware of those students 


who have not met the AIMS standards and are expected to reinforce 


content information that would better prepare those students for the 


AIMS assessment. Monitoring of the classroom instruction is done 


by evaluation and conferencing with content area teachers. For 


example, students in math class would receive additional supporting 


instruction as it relates to the skills necessary for meeting the 


standards on AIMS. Reinforcement of concepts benefits all students 


in class with a specific focus on those students taking the AIMS 


assessment. 


To ensure that all students’ needs are met, a complete, 


individualized 4 year plan is created for every student at DVA. 


Further, the students who may fall in the bottom 25% are 


immediately identified and placed in classes accordingly. As stated, 


these students also receive tutoring and supportive classroom 


instruction.

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In addition to classroom support, students with disabilities are 


involved in the tutoring program, another means of increasing 


student proficiency. The tutoring program is structured to include 


hands-on activities that engage students in active learning and 


retention of information. Pre and post assessments are given in the 


tutoring session to identify each student’s area of need and specific 


skills for reinforcement.  


Parents are involved in all aspects of the educational process for 


students with disabilities. Parents must attend enrollment meetings, 


IEP meetings and other meetings as needed. Progress reports are 


provided to students at the mid-term and follow-up calls are made 


for any student not meeting the academic standards. To further assist 


special needs students, classroom numbers are kept low so that the 


teacher to student ratio (1 to 25) is more likely to allow for 


individualized instruction in content area classes. While this practice 


is beneficial to all students, it is especially important to students 


with a need for extra support and instruction. 


Assessment data for students with special needs is broken down into 


skills sets and concepts. The analysis is compiled and provided to 


the classroom teacher. IEP’s are followed and modifications are 


made as recommended. The goal at DVA is to provide the optimum 


educational experience for all students attending. Special needs 


students are more likely to be successful and benefit when the 


instructional program is organized, structured, specific and 


uniformly implemented with clearly defined outcomes for student 


achievement.

Assessment and monitoring takes place rapidly during each session. As 


course offerings differ from session to session, time is of the essence in 


assessing instruction to determine that standards are taught and pacing 


of lessons is maintained. Veteran teachers have demonstrated, in 


various ways, a clear understanding of standards-based curriculum and 


instruction. New teachers are monitored closely to support them in 


mastering the block schedule timeframe and meeting academic goals.  


Evaluation of teachers takes place during the sessions and feedback is 


immediate to allow any necessary modifications. Curriculum specialists 


are involved in the process and support teachers in meeting the 


instructional standards established at DVA.

Due to the multiple sessions and block schedule at DVA, evaluating 


instruction takes place more frequently and with immediate feedback to 


the teacher. To ensure fidelity, lessons are monitored, assessment is 


consistent within each core area and data is analyzed with comparisons

Many of the teachers at DVA are veterans and work in the neighboring 


district.

DVA teachers are 


fortunate to be supported by PD sessions at both locations of 


employment. The partnership DVA has with the neighboring district 


benefits students in the transitioning process as CCRS standards are the 


foundation for curriculum and instruction in both districts.

As a part of the multiple, 


changing sessions, teachers are observed, evaluated and conferenced in 


an expedited manner. New teachers are observed more frequently while 


veteran teachers expect to be observed approximately once per session.

Assessment of student knowledge is another way that instruction is 


monitored. Pre assessments and mid-terms are evaluated as are the 


assessments using in the classroom. Checking the validity of the 


assessments and alignment to the standards is part of the monitoring 


process. Additional support in instructional alignment and strategies is 


given to teachers should the need arise. Further, lesson plans are 


submitted and must reflect curriculum standards, objectives, relevant 


activities and measurable outcomes. 


Teachers are hired by the session. In the case of a teacher being unable 


to meet the quality standards, they will not be eligible to return to

The evaluation process at DVA follows the Arizona guidelines and is 


structurally based on the Charlotte Danielson model. Categories that 


are included in the evaluation instrument are heavily weighted on 


instructional effectiveness and student engagement. DVA strongly 


embraces direct instruction and student engagement as a foundation for 


academic performance. Further, the evaluation process and frequency 


of observations supports the ability to identify strengths and areas of 


challenge in the implementation of standards-based curriculum, 


instruction and assessment. 


DVA’s teacher evaluation form is used to document instructional 


practices in the classroom. Following the evaluation, teachers 


conference with an administrator to review the lesson. A lesson plan 


review form is completed by the teacher and brought to the conference.

During the five-year interval review of the charter, Deer Valley Charter Schools, Inc. was required to 
submit a Performance Management Plan as an intervention because the school operated by the Charter 
Holder, Deer Valley Academy, did not meet the academic expectations set forth by the Board. At the 
time Deer Valley Charter Schools, Inc. became eligible to apply for renewal, the Charter Holder did not 
meet the Academic Performance Expectations of the Board as set forth in the Performance Framework 
and was required to submit a Demonstration of Sufficient Progress as part of the renewal application 
package. The Charter Holder was unable to demonstrate the school is making sufficient progress toward 
the Board’s expectations through the submission of the required information or evidence reviewed 
during an on-site visit. In the most recent fiscal year for which there is State assessment data available, 
Deer Valley Academy received an overall rating of “No Rating”.  


The Charter Holder meets the Board’s Financial Performance Expectations. 


The Charter Holder does not have compliance matters, which are described in the “Adherence to the 
Terms of the Charter” section of this report. 


II. Profile  


Deer Valley Charter Schools, Inc. operates one school, Deer Valley Academy, serving grades 9-12 in 
Glendale. The graph below shows the Charter Holder’s actual 100th day average daily membership

The website for Deer Valley Academy states that the school offers a year-round high school evening 
program on the Deer Valley High School campus. The school year is divided into six sessions. Students 
may enroll for the full year or for a single session. As a result, students may be enrolled for as short as a 
six week period during the middle of the school year, or for the full school year from July 1st through the 
end of June in the following year. The Charter Holder indicated that the majority of students enrolling at 
Deer Valley Academy are concurrently enrolled in other high school programs during the day.

IV.  Success of the Academic Program 
For two of the past three years Deer Valley Academy has not had an overall rating. In FY13 Deer Valley 
Academy received an Overall Rating of “Meets” the Board’s academic standards and was 3.9 points 
away from “Exceeds” the Board’s academic standards. The school was evaluated based on Board’s 
academic performance framework using the small school methodology, which uses three-year pooled 
data. In the past three years Deer Valley Academy has had data reported for only five measures. When 
data has been reported for measures it has been evaluated as Meets or Exceeds.  


The following is a timeline of activities that have occurred related to the academic performance of Deer 
Valley Charter Schools, Inc.: 


May, 2011: Deer Valley Charter Schools, Inc. was notified that the Charter Holder was required to 
submit a Performance Management Plan on or before September 1, 2011 for the five-year interval 
review because Deer Valley Academy, a school operated by the Charter Holder, did not meet the 
Academic Expectations set forth by the Board. 


September, 2011: Deer Valley Charter Schools, Inc. timely submitted a Performance Management Plan 
(portfolio: g. Prior Academic Intervention Submissions and Evaluations – iii. Performance Management 
Plan).  


February, 2013: The Board released FY2012 Academic Dashboards; Deer Valley Academy received an 
overall rating of “No Rating” and Deer Valley Charter Schools, Inc. did not meet the Board’s Academic 
Performance Expectations. The Charter Holder was assigned a Demonstration of Sufficient Progress 
(DSP) for Deer Valley Academy as part of an annual reporting requirement (portfolio: g. Prior Academic 
Intervention Submissions and Evaluations – ii. FY2012 DSP Submission). 


June, 2013:  Following a preliminary evaluation of the FY2012 DSP, Board staff conducted a site visit on 
June 24th to meet with the school’s leadership and review all evidence provided by the Charter Holder. 
The Charter Holder was able to submit additional evidence for 48 hours after the site visit.

July, 2013:  Board staff completed a final evaluation (portfolio: g. Prior Academic Intervention 
Submissions and Evaluations – i. FY2012 DSP Final Evaluation) of the Charter Holder’s FY2012 DSP and 
made the evaluation available to the Charter Holder. In that final evaluation of the FY2012 DSP, Board 
staff determined that the Charter Holder’s Demonstration of Sufficient Progress was acceptable in all 
areas. In areas that were evaluated as not acceptable, Board staff provided the Charter Holder with 
technical guidance. The findings contained in the final evaluation of the FY2012 DSP was grounded in a 
limited evaluation of the school’s evidence as compared to the evaluation used in completing final 
evaluation of the FY2014 DSP submitted as part of the renewal application package.    


September, 2013: The Board released FY2013 Academic Dashboards; Deer Valley Academy received an 
overall rating of “Meets” the Board’s academic standards. In accordance with the Board’s academic 
framework intervention schedule at that time, the Charter Holder was waived from any specific 
monitoring requirements.  


September, 2014: The Board released FY2014 Academic Dashboards; Deer Valley Academy received an 
overall rating of “No Rating”. Therefore, Deer Valley Charter Schools, Inc. did not meet the Board’s 
Academic Performance Expectations. The Charter Holder was not assigned a DSP as part of an annual 
reporting requirement because the Charter Holder would become eligible for renewal within the fiscal 
year.  


November, 2014: Board staff provided the Charter Holder, through its authorized representative, 
Barbara Dalicandro, with Renewal Notification Information, which included notification of the renewal 
process, the date on which the Charter Holder would become eligible to apply for renewal (November 
24th ), the deadline date on which the renewal application package would be due to the Board (February 
24th, 2015), information on the availability of the Charter Holder’s renewal application as well as 
instruction on how to access the renewal application, and notification of the requirement to submit a 
DSP as a component of its renewal application package because the Charter Holder did not meet the 
Academic Performance Expectations set forth by the Board.  


 


V. Demonstration of Sufficient Progress 


A renewal application package with a Renewal DSP for Deer Valley Charter Schools, Inc. (portfolio: f. 
Renewal DSP Submission) was timely submitted by the Charter Representative on February 23, 
2015. The Charter Holder was provided a copy of the initial evaluation of the DSP Report prior to the site 
visit and informed that areas initially evaluated as not acceptable must be addressed with additional 
evidence and documentation at the time of the visit.  


Following a preliminary evaluation of the DSP, staff conducted a site visit to meet with the school’s 
leadership, as selected by the school, to confirm evidence of the processes described in the DSP and 
review additional evidence to be considered in the final evaluation of the Charter Holder’s DSP 
submission.

After considering information in the DSP Report and evidence provided at the time of the site visit, the 
Charter Holder did not demonstrate evidence of a sustained improvement plan that includes 
implementation of a comprehensive curriculum system. Additionally, the data provided by the Charter 
Holder failed to show improvement year-over-year for the two most recent school years, and 
demonstrated declines in academic performance, in 6 out of the 8 measures required by the Board.  


Based on the findings summarized above and described below, staff determined that the Charter Holder 
did not demonstrate sufficient progress towards meeting the Board’s Academic Performance 
Expectations.

VIII. Board Options 


Option 1: The Board may conditionally renew the charter with specific monitoring and reporting 
requirements to ensure the consistent and sustained implementation of the recent systemic changes 
identified in the DSP evaluation and that these changes result in improved academic performance. Staff 
recommends the following language provided for consideration: Having considered the statements of 
the representatives of the Charter Holder today and the contents of the renewal portfolio which 
includes the academic performance, the fiscal compliance, and legal and contractual compliance of the 
Charter Holder provided to the Board for consideration of this request for charter renewal, I move to 
deny the request for charter renewal and to not grant a renewal contract for Deer Valley Charter 
Schools, Inc. on the grounds that the Charter Holder failed to meet or make sufficient progress toward 
the Academic Performance Expectations set forth in the Performance Framework as reflected in the 
Renewal Executive Summary, the Inventory Documents, and the DSP Final Evaluation. The Charter 
Holder does, however, operate a school that has been evaluated as “Meets” the Board’s academic 
performance standard in the prior year and when data was reported for measures in the current and 
two prior years it has been evaluated as Meets or Exceeds which demonstrates that the Charter Holder 
has the potential to improve its academic operations with the appropriate systemic changes and 
additional accountability. The Board, therefore, will grant a renewal contract to Deer Valley Charter 
Schools, Inc. for the continuation of Deer Valley Academy on the conditions that the Charter Holder 
agrees to: (1) be subject to specific monitoring and reporting requirements to ensure the Charter Holder 
immediately creates and implements a Performance Management Plan to make systemic changes that 
will align with the Performance Management Plan evaluation criteria and that these changes result in 
improved academic performance in FY2016 and FY2017; and (2) operation under the renewal contract  
contingent on meeting the terms of the monitoring and reporting requirement for FY2016 and FY2017. 
The terms of the monitoring and reporting requirements must be reached within 60 days of today’s date 
or it is the Board’s decision that Deer Valley Charter Schools, Inc.’s request for renewal of its charter is 
denied for the reasons already specified 


Option 2: The Board may deny renewal with an opportunity for the Charter Holder to request review of 
the matter. The following language is provided for consideration: Having considered the statements of 
the representatives of the Charter Holder today and the contents of the renewal portfolio which 
includes the academic performance, the fiscal compliance, and legal and contractual compliance of the 
Charter Holder provided to the Board for consideration of this request for charter renewal, I move to 
deny the request for charter renewal and to not grant a renewal contract to Deer Valley Charter Schools, 
Inc. on the basis that the Charter Holder failed to meet or make sufficient progress toward the academic 
performance expectations set forth in the Performance Framework as reflected in the Renewal 
Executive Summary, the Inventory Documents, and the DSP Final Evaluation. If upon release of the 2015 
Dashboard, the charter school receives an Overall Rating that “Meets” or “Exceeds” the Board’s 
academic standards, the Charter Holder may, within 30 days, request the Board review the Dashboard 
to consider whether conditions exist to grant a renewal.  


Option 3: The Board may deny the renewal. The following language is provided for consideration: 
Having considered the statements of the representatives of the Charter Holder today and the contents 
of the renewal portfolio which includes the academic performance, the fiscal compliance, and legal and 
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contractual compliance of the Charter Holder provided to the Board for consideration of this request for 
charter renewal, I move to deny the request for charter renewal and to not grant a renewal contract to 
Deer Valley Charter School, Inc. on the basis that the Charter Holder failed to meet or make sufficient 
progress toward the academic performance expectations set forth in the Performance Framework as 
reflected in the Renewal Executive Summary, the Inventory Documents, and the DSP Final Evaluation 
and currently operates a school that has received No Rating in the most recent fiscal year for which 
there is State assessment data available and “Meets Standard” in the prior fiscal year.  


Option 4: Notwithstanding staff’s recommendation to deny the renewal and grant a conditional 
renewal, the Board may determine that there is a basis to approve the renewal. The following language 
is provided for consideration: Renewal is based on consideration of academic, fiscal and contractual 
compliance of the Charter Holder. In this case, the Charter Holder did not meet the academic 
performance expectations set forth in the Board’s Performance Framework but was able to 
demonstrate sufficient progress toward the Board’s expectations when it provided evidence that (1) it 
has implemented an improvement plan that includes a comprehensive curriculum system, 
comprehensive assessment system, comprehensive instructional monitoring system, and 
comprehensive professional development system, and (2): [provide specific findings related to valid and 
reliable data that demonstrates improved academic performance]. Additionally, the Board has adopted 
an academic Performance Framework that allows for additional consideration of the Charter Holder 
throughout the next contract period. With that taken into consideration, as well as having considered 
the statements of the representatives of the Charter Holder today and the contents of the renewal 
portfolio which includes the academic performance, the fiscal compliance, and legal and contractual 
compliance of the Charter Holder provided to the Board for consideration of this request for charter 
renewal, I move to approve the request for charter renewal and grant a renewal contract to Deer Valley 
Charter Schools, Inc.
