
AGENDA ITEM:  Good Cause Extension Request – Imagine Elementary at Apache Junction, LLC 
 
Issue 
Imagine Elementary at Apache Junction, LLC was granted a charter on May 14, 2007 to serve grades K-
5.  As part of the application, the applicant agrees and signs a statement acknowledging the requirement 
to execute the charter contract within twelve months of the date of approval.  On November 21, 2008, the 
Board granted Imagine Elementary at Apache Junction, LLC a Good Cause Extension until August 31, 
2010.  
 
As a condition to signing the charter contract, the charter must provide proof of a secured facility.  Due to 
the market conditions and difficulty finding an appropriate facility, Imagine Elementary at Apache 
Junction, LLC is requesting another Good Cause Extension to the signing and execution of the charter 
contract to begin providing services for the 2011-2012 school year. 
 
If the Board approves the extension of the execution of the charter contract or an extension of the opening 
of the charter school, Board staff shall review the approved application and the current application 
administrative checklist to determine whether additions or substantive changes are necessary to bring the 
application current with policy, rule, state or federal law.  The applicant must submit the requested 
changes to the Board staff 90 days prior to the opening of the school.  State aid funding will not initiate 
until the Board staff have determined that the requested submission is complete and sufficient and all 
other requirements of the Board have been fulfilled.   
 
Policy Statement for a Good Cause Extension to the Charter Contract 
 
Communications with School 
 
On April 21, 2010, the Board received a request for a Good Cause Extension for Imagine Elementary at 
Apache Junction, LLC. 
 
Board Options 
If the Board determines that the extension should be granted, the motion should include the length of time 
for the extension to sign the charter and a requirement that the approved applicant submit any 
documentation necessary to bring the application current with policy, rule, state or federal law at least 90 
days prior to the signing of the contract. 
 
 

1. Approve the Good Cause Extension to the signing and execution of the charter contract for 
Imagine Elementary at Apache Junction, LLC until July 1, 2011 with a planned opening date of 
Fall 2011-2012 and that the applicant submit any documentation necessary to bring the 
application current with policy, rule, state or federal law at least 90 days prior to the signing of 
the contract. 

2. Deny the request for a Good Cause Extension.  If the request is denied, the applicant has the 
option to reapply for a charter through the application process.

As chatter representat ive, I wou ld like to request additional extensions to enable the fo llowing schools to 
open August, 20 II: 

Imagine Elementary at Apache Junction 
Imagine Elementary at Golden Valley 
Imagine Elementary at Sahuarita 

While the target areas for the above mentioned schools were initially identified, the downturn in the 
economy and the shi ft in the Ari zona housing market have required us to seek alternative properties for 
these schools. A full explanation with updated demographic studies of the new target areas will be 
included with the amended application at the time of contract signing. Additionally, we will process a 
name change for each campus at the appropriate time. 

Properties for these schools are being secured by developers who are in the process of finance 
arrangements and permitting. Each deve loper intends to purchase the propetty, build the fac ili ty, and 
lease back to School House Finance, a wholly-owned subsidiary of Imagine Schools. (Please see attached 
letters of intent.)
