Based on the available information in the current fiscal year, the Charter Holder complies with 
applicable laws, rules, regulations and provisions of the charter contract relating to its obligations to the 
Board, except that on April 13, 2015, the Board considered the Charter Holder’s failure to timely submit 
the fiscal year 2014 audit and voted to withhold 10% of the Charter Holder’s monthly state aid 
apportionment. No withholding occurred as the audit was submitted prior to the Arizona Department of 
Education’s deadline for the May payment.  


Based on the available information in fiscal years 2013 and 2014, the Charter Holder complies with 
applicable laws, rules, regulations and provisions of the charter contract relating to its obligations to the 
Board. 


Is the Charter Holder complying with reporting requirements of other entities to which the Charter 
Holder is accountable? 
Yes. Based on the available information in fiscal years 2013 and 2014 and the current fiscal year, the 
Charter Holder complies with applicable laws, rules, regulations and provisions of the charter contract 
relating to operational requirements monitored by other entities to which the Charter Holder is 
accountable. 


Is the Charter Holder complying with all other obligations? 
Yes. Based on the available information in fiscal years 2013 and 2014 and the current fiscal year, the 
Charter Holder complies with applicable laws, rules, regulations and provisions of the charter contract 
relating to all other obligations. 


VI. Staff Recommendation 


Based upon the Charter Holder meeting the Academic Performance Expectations set forth in the Board’s 
Performance Framework, completing the obligations of the contract, complying with applicable 
statutory requirements, and the information in the renewal application package, I move to approve the 
request for charter renewal and grant a renewal contract to Harvest Power Community Development 
Group, Inc.
