Dear Arizona State Board for Charter Schools:

I am writing this letter to request an amendment to the number of instructional days at our high
school campus for 2011-2012 school year.

As a highly effective and “excelling” high school in the northwest valley we have been fortunate
enough to expand our enroliment and to build a new campus for our 9-12 students.
Unfortunately, due to a series of uncontrollable events, our school construction compietion date
and subsequently our start date will be delayed for ten days for the upcoming 2011-2012 school
year. As a result, our calendar start date of August 1, 2011 will be moved to August 15, 2011 for
the high school campus.

We have carefully reviewed our 2011-2012 calendar and the instructional minutes associated
with it. After considering different options, we have concluded that the solution with the least
amount of disruption to students and families on both of our campuses will be to alter the
calendar and the school day for the Paradise Honors High School. Therefore, our solution for the
2011-2012 school year is to decrease our calendar days from180 days to 170 days, and to
increase our instructional daily minutes from 325 minutes to 345 minutes. Overall, our
instructional time will go from 975 hours (58,500 minutes) for the 2010-2011 year to 977.5
hours (58,650 minutes) for the 2011-2012 school year.

Fnclosed is the Instructional Days Amendment Request as well as the minutes from our
governing board approving the change in our calendar and instructional {ime for the 2011-2012
school year at Paradise Honors High School.
