Pursuant to A.R.S. 15-183.I, the Arizona State Board for Charter Schools (Board) has established a process for 


the renewal of a charter that is based on affirmative evidence in three areas:

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I.  Success of the Academic Program 


 
The academic performance of the school(s) operated by the charter holder meets or demonstrates sufficient 


progress toward the Board’s level of adequate academic performance. Therefore, the charter holder was not 


required to submit a Performance Management Plan.  


 


 
II. Viability of the Organization 


 
Because the charter holder’s fiscal year 2009 audit identified negative net assets at the end of the 


year, the charter holder was required to complete the Renewal Budget Plan and submit the Financial 


Sustainability Narrative and supporting evidence. Since the charter holder did not submit the required 


Financial Sustainability portion of the Detailed Business Plan Section, only the checklist has been 


included in the charter holder’s portfolio. The checklist completed by staff identifies whether the 


required elements of the Detailed Business Plan were addressed. At the charter representative’s 


request, staff met w ith the charter representative to discuss the status of their renewal application. 


 


Prior to fiscal year 2010, the charter contract was between the Board and another non-profit entity. In 


September 2009, the charter contract was transferred to American Leadership Academy, Inc. With the 


transfer of the contract to a new entity, the fiscal year 2010 audit marked the first audit of the new entity, 


American Leadership Academy, Inc. The fiscal year 2010 financial statements showed a surplus due to assets 


[$743,446] in excess of liabilities [$66,441], resulting in the charter holder ending its first fiscal year of 


operation with net assets of $677,005 as of June 30, 2010. Additionally, the charter holder had sufficient cash 


and other readily available resources [$233,878] at June 30, 2010 to satisfy obligations due within the next 


year [$66,441].

In February 2011, ADE Exceptional Student Services notified the charter holder of non-compliance in some 


areas with regard to specific regulations for Part B, Individuals with Disabilities Education Act (IDEA), and the 


Arizona Revised Statutes.  A Corrective Action Plan (CAP) and necessary documentation was due April 24, 


2011.  The CAP will end on April 24, 2012.   


 


In November 2006, ADE Exceptional Student Services notified the charter holder of partial- and non-


compliance in some areas with regard to specific regulations for Part B, Individuals with Disabilities Education 


Act (IDEA), and the Arizona Revised Statutes.  The compliance issues were reported by ADE as resolved in

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C.  Charter Holder’s Organizational Membership 


 


Because the organizational membership on file w ith the Board was consistent w ith the information on file

Staff Recommendation  


 
 


The Board recognizes it has the authority to deny an application package that does not include all of the 


required submissions.  In this case, the Financial Sustainability portion of the Detailed Business Plan Section 


was not submitted by the charter holder.  It is recognized that the Financial Sustainability portion of the 


Detailed Business Plan Section was required because the 2009 audit identified negative net assets for the 


entity that previously operated the charter.  The current charter holder demonstrated positive net assets in the 


2010 audit, which was its first audit.  Based upon the academic performance, fiscal compliance, legal and 


contractual compliance, and the information in the renewal application package, I move to approve the request 


for charter renewal and grant a renewal contract to American Leadership Academy, Inc.
