Inc. Organizational Chart illustrates several key graphics: one, the organizational structure, two, the key
personnel (PPEP Inc. Management Team), three, the PTHS Superintendent as a member of the PPEP Inc.
Management Team, and four, the PTHS Governing Board. All key personnel graphics are identified in
bold-weight. As illustrated by the PPEP Inc. Organizational Chart, heading the reporting structure is the
Board President, followed by the Chief Executive Officer (CEQ). The CEO is responsible for the operation
and oversight of the management team, committees, and boards. The PPEP Inc. Management Team is
comprised of the following key personnel positions: Chief Administrative Officer’s (CAQ’s), Directors,
Executive Directors, PTHS Superintendent. Each of the management team members, key personnel, is
responsible for one or more program oversight within the corporation. Committee member
responsibility is determined by committee purpose.

It is important to note the inclusion of the PTHS Superintendent and the PTHS Governing Board. The
graphics clearly indicate a substantive relationship illustrating the flow of communication from the
school district to the charter holder. Additionally represented are the interagency resources and
support systems that are provided to the charter.

Conversely, the CEO and the PTHS Governing Board ensure that the flow of information is
communicated to the school district in their direct governing relationship with the district, as does the
PTHS Superintendent in direct oversight and responsibility of every aspect of the school district.

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CHARTER HOLDER KEY PERSONNEL, DUTIES AND RESPONSIBILITIES

The following information describes the primary duties and responsibilities of the charter holder’s key
personnel. Interwoven through each are the advisory and reporting structures.

Board of Directors

As stated in the Revised Bylaws of Portable Practical Educational Preparation, Inc., the Board of
Directors have exclusive authority to operate PPEP’s business and affairs, and are vested with the
exclusive right to act on PPEP’s behalf. Duties of the Board of Directors include:

1. The appointment of the CEO in compliance with PPEP’s Human Resource Manual,

2. The hiring and firing of other officers of PPEP (which may be delegated to the CEQ) in
compliance with PPEP’s Human Resources Manual,

3. Oversight in direction, coordination and general supervision of PPEP operations, including
rural areas in Arizona and any other areas designated by the Board of Directors (may be
delegated to the CEQ),

4. Adopting and maintaining PPEP’s human resources and finance policies and procedures,
including compensation plans and pay comparability studies; and

5. Appointing and supervising independent accountants to conduct annual audits and
reviewing and approving audit reports,

6. Reviewing and approving pension and endowment activities,

7. Viewing and adopting the annual budget.

CEO

Appointed by the Board of Directors, specifically, the CEO is responsible for carrying out the directives
and policies of the Board of Directors and for making administrative decisions in furtherance thereof and
for the daily operations of PPEP Inc., including decisions relating to administrative, compliance,
representation, resources and staffing on behalf of the PPEP Inc. Board of Directors. The CEO serves as a
non-voting member on all committees.

CAOQ’s, Directors, Executive Directors, Superintendent

The PPEP Inc. organizational chart also illustrates the hierarchy of programmatic responsibilities
designated for oversight by PPEP Inc. Management Team members, key personnel. Each of the key
members is responsible for advising the Board of Directors in all matters relating to PPEP Inc programs
as indicated graphically.

Corporate Committees

Additional organizational chart graphics include Committees. Standing committees are the Executive
Committee, the Personnel Committee, and the Finance Committee. In addition to the standing
committees, other Committees may be appointed.





The Standing Executive Committee, comprised of the Board of Directors, manages PPEP on an interim

basis between the Board of Directors meetings and carries out other responsibilities as assigned by the
Board of Directors.

The Standing Personnel Committee, comprised of the Board of Directors functions as an advisory

committee to the Board of Directors in all matters relating to personnel policies and procedures, and
Affirmative Action. The Personnel Committee executes the following actions regarding job classification
and compensation schedules:

1. Hear and make final decisions regarding individual employee appeals of pay or classification
actions;

2. Approve or disapprove the reclassifications of individual jobs;
Approve or disapprove the classification of new jobs on an individual basis;

4. Recommend approval or disapproval to the Board of proposed changes to PPEP’s Personnel
Policies and Procedures; and

5. Recommend approval or disapproval to the Board of the implementation of the annual pay
comparability study or classification and compensation plans.

6. Make recommendations to the Board of Directors (after following the agencies Personnel
Policies and Procedures) regarding the replacement candidate of the CEO.

The Standing Finance Committee, comprised of the Board of Directors, serves as an advisory committee

to the Board of Directors in all matters relating to accounting and finance.

From time to time, Other Committees such as standing, ad hoc, or business advisory, may be appointed

by the Board of Directors to assist in carrying out the Boards duties.
Other Boards

Board selections for entities within PPEP Inc. follow all foundational guidelines and, in service, serve the
groups they purport to represent.

Charter Board

In addition to the Board of Directors President, CEO, key personnel, and committees, and other Boards,
the PPEP TEC High School (PTHS) Governing Board is indicated graphically on the PPEP Inc.
Organizational Chart. Like committees, the PTHS Governing Board is appointed by and comprised of
members of the various PPEP Inc. Boards. The primary duties of the PTHS Governing Board are to:

1. Ensure that the district and schools are in accordance and compliance with Arizona
Education Code, Article 3. Powers and Duties of School District Governing Boards, 15-341;
and

2. Through school board meetings with the CEO, the Superintendent and district key
personnel, advise and ensure compliance on matters relating to law or rules prescribed by
the state board of education.

3. To advise the Board of Directors in all matters relating to school district.





FLOW OF INFORMATION TO THE SCHOOLS

As stated above, transparency, communication, and support through advisory and interagency
resources are answerable expectations and consistent components in duty and responsibility at PPEP
Inc. Consequently, mirrored in the organizational structure, the duties and responsibilities of PTHS key
personnel convey the same attributes in governance, communication, transparency and support.

The Third Step - Who is PTHS?
PTHS ORGANIZATIONAL CHART

In order to illustrate structural consistency and the flow of information to the schools, a third visual has
been included. Itis the PTHS Organizational Chart. Dually represented key personnel positions are:
CEO, PTHS Governing Board, and PTHS Superintendent. Dual representation insures that all decisions
relating to administrative, compliance, representation, interagency resources and staffing are
communicated and carried out.

As illustrated by the PTHS Organizational Chart, heading the immediate reporting structure for the
district is the Superintendent, followed by key personnel comprising the PTHS Management Team. The
Superintendent is responsible for the overall operation and oversight of the school district and the
management team. The PTHS Management Team is comprised of key personnel designated by title as:
Directors and the School Psychologist, representing Special Education. Structurally and akin to the
charter holder, each of the management team members, key personnel, is responsible for one or more
program oversight within the district. Management Team member responsibility is determined by
district and program purpose.

The following information describes the primary duties and responsibilities of the charter school’s key
personnel. For purposes of providing thorough information, the descriptions are extensive and detailed
to include the responsibilities of operational guidance provided by the Arizona Department of Education
(ADE). Additionally, interwoven through each are the identical answerable expectations and consistent
components that were stated in the PPEP Inc. personnel duties and responsibilities section.

PTHS Superintendent
Position Summary

As the Superintendent of the PTHS Management Team reporting to the Chief Executive Officer, the PTHS
Governing Board, and as a member of the PPEP Inc. Management Team, the Superintendent is
responsible for the direction and supervision of the day-to-day operation of all PPEP TEC High School
functions in its entirety.

Duties and Responsibilities

e Supervises the statewide implementation of the PPEP TEC educational programs and related
activities at the main campus and branch campuses for both day and evening programs;
provides leadership and coordination of statewide educational programs.

e Directly supervises and evaluates all administrative staff, including PTHS Management Team,
support staff, and Student Records staff; advertises and recruits for all open staff positions;
interviews teaching and administrative applicants and hires, as needed; coordinates personnel
actions for all sites.

e Participates in the development of the annual budget and regularly monitors revenues and
expenditures to ensure compliance with the approved budget.

e Provides leadership to and coordinates the activities of the PPEP TEC High School Governing
Board.

e Liaisons with and attends the monthly meetings of the Arizona Department of Education,
Arizona State Board for Charter Schools and various charter school associations, including the
Arizona Charter School Association and the Association for Performance-Based Accreditation;
assists the Association of Performance-Based Accreditation with the charter school accreditation
process as requested.

e Serves as a central clearinghouse for information disseminated through meetings, email and
newsletters by state charter school associations and conveys that information to the
management team as needed.

e Monitors and evaluates program performance at each campus to ensure compliance with
guidelines, governmental regulations, contractual guidelines, and administrative policies and
procedures.

e Administers grant and foundation applications, to include: Title I, Title Il, Title IV, Title VI, Title IC
Migrant, Emergency Immigrant, and Special Education Funding and others as required.

e Oversees the purchase of furniture, equipment, supplies, and materials for all school sites.

e Directs the preparation of pre-service and in-service meetings.

e Ensures that student enrollment forms and the Parent/Student Handbook are updated as
needed.





e Determines required summer maintenance and repairs at all school sites; coordinates same with
the Chief Administrative Officer of the Property and Insurance Department.

e After appeals to the Director of Operations, responds to appeals from students and parents for
all school sites.

e Ensures the timely and accurate submission of all reports requested by ADE and other state,
federal, and private agencies.

e Coordinates and directs Management Team meetings.

e Other responsibilities as assigned.

Director of School Operations
Position Summary

As a member of the PTHS Management Team reporting to the Superintendent, the Director of School
Operations is responsible for the day-to-day operation, supervision, administration, training and
development of all eleven PPEP TEC High School sites and site personnel.

Duties and Responsibilities

e Directly supervises and evaluates Lead Teachers.

e Responsible for the direct administration and supervision of physical sites and site personnel.

e In conjunction with Director of Federal Programs, coordinates and monitors district summer
school programs.

e Responsible for the formation of the district Professional Development Plan, including formation
of the committee, oversight, policy, procedure and implementation.

e Coordinate personnel actions for all school sites, including interviewing, hiring, evaluating, and
terminating staff.

e Responsible for updates of all student enroliment forms, Parent-Student Handbook, and other
documents pertinent to the operations of the schools.

e Monitors and evaluates program performance at each campus to ensure compliance with
guidelines, governmental regulations, contractual obligations, and PPEP TEC administrative
policies and procedures.

e Assist the Superintendent and the Director of Federal Programs with coordinating repairs and
summer maintenance at all school sites.

e Coordinates the annual physical inventory of all sites.

e Answers questions and makes decisions about all aspects of PPEP TEC High School operations.

e Ensures that absenteeism is maintained within certain percentages.

e Ensures active recruitment and retention of students.

e Prepares and conducts operational trainings for pre-service, in-service, and as needed.

e Conducts regional meetings and staff development activities and training.

e Serves as primary contact for parent complaints.

e Conducts activities related to student discipline, suspensions, and expulsions.

e Functions as the appeal person for parent and student complaints.

e Attends statewide training and workshops, which may include, but are not limited to ADE
(Arizona Department of Education, Arizona Charter School Board, and the Arizona State Board
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e As a member of the Management Team, assists the Superintendent with federal, state, and local
compliance and accountability issues including AYP (Adequate Yearly Progress).

e Asamember of the PTHS Management Team, actively participates in the school improvement
program as applicable to site compliance and operations.

e Other duties as assigned.

Director of Curricular Programs, Assessment and Analysis
Position Summary

As a member of the PTHS Management Team reporting to the Superintendent, the Director of Curricular
Programs, Assessment and Analysis is responsible for adherence to, compliance with, and accountability
for all federal state, local, and PTHS administrative policies and procedures as applicable to curriculum
and curricular programs, all aspects of student assessment, analysis of district data, software and vendor
applications as they apply to interfacing and accurate program reporting.

Duties and Responsibilities

Curricular Programs

e Must maintain current knowledge of all federal and state laws and regulations governing
curriculum.

e Supervise or design the development of comprehensive PTHS course offerings insuring academic
achievement, alignment with the Arizona Academic Standards, best practices, and graduation
requirements.

e Ensures the integrity of all curricular programs in format, goals and objectives, lesson plans,
curricular templates, incorporation of technology, texts and materials, and adherence to PTHS
administrative policies and procedures.

e Responsible for the integrity of all PTHS curriculum in reviewing and vetting alternative
curriculums and/or amended curriculums submitted by PTHS teachers for review and/or
approval.

e Maintain system-wide inventory of curriculum materials, assess annual needs, purchase and
distribute textbooks, materials, and supplies.

e Responsible for oversight of all areas of PTHS ELL Program to include: ELL compliance, law,
policies, procedures, status at all PTHS sites, and annual updated revision of the PTHS ELL
Manual.

e Responsible for oversight of all PTHS programs as they relate to academic achievement,
curricular interface, compliance and reporting, and optimal student/staff/site performance.

e Research, evaluate and purchase technology programs/software as needed.

e Serve on the Professional Development Team, providing valuable input into the PTHS
Professional Development Plan to ensure curriculum-specific and general professional
development needs are addressed in a timely manner.

e  Work closely with the Superintendent and planning staff to identify curriculum-related funding
needs and assist in the development, preparation, and submission of grant requests.
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Assessment

e Must maintain current knowledge of all federal and state laws and regulations governing
assessments.

e Analysis, development of, implementation and supervision of all district assessments including,
but not limited to federal (NCLB), state (AIMS, Stanford 10, AZELLA), student placement,
curricular best practices, exit, and programmatic.

e Research, evaluate and purchase standardized assessments as needed.

e Maintains current knowledge of and oversight of AIMS related programs: Reciprocity,
Augmentation, Arizona Board of Regents High Honors Tuition Waiver, and any other graduation/
transition to post-secondary education opportunities for effective student application.

Analysis

e Must maintain current knowledge of all federal and state laws and regulations governing the
submission of program data.

e Analyses and ensures compliance with all ADE (Arizona Department of Education) rules and
regulations regarding accurate program coding and submission of program data.

e Compiles and analyzes data for Superintendent, Management Team, and teaching staff to
improve school and student performance.

e Must have the ability to safeguard confidential and sensitive information which, if divulged,
would cause an invasion of personal privacy and or organizational embarrassment.

Inclusive to Curricular Programs, Assessment, and Analysis

e Remain current with all NCLB and AZ LEARNS regulations as they relate to curriculum programs,
student achievement, ELL, and standardized testing.

e Attends statewide training and workshops, which may include, but are not limited to ADE
(Arizona Department of Education), Arizona Charter School Board, and the Arizona State Board
for Charter Schools, as required to perform duties and knowledge of comprehensive district
compliance issues.

e As a member of the Management Team, assists the Superintendent with federal, state, and local
compliance and accountability issues including AYP (Adequate Yearly Progress).

e As a member of the PTHS Management Team, actively participates in the school improvement
program.

e Assists in the writing and development of the district technology plan.

e  Works closely with the planning department staff to identify curriculum-related funding needs
and assist in the development, preparation, and submission of grant requests.

e Prepares and conducts operational trainings for pre-service, in-service, and as needed.

e  Conducts regional meetings and staff development activities and training.

e Provides technical assistance to staff regarding data-bases, data entry, reporting and creation of
new reports and training of staff on curricular and district software. Seeks training or provides
training opportunities for staff in expanding their capability in utilizing current and new software
in order to increase academic achievement, teacher effectiveness, and accurate effective district
reporting.
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e Responsible for thorough working knowledge of all curricular programs, assessment, and
analysis operations at each district site through multiple site visits, open lines of communication,
and effectively working with the entire diverse PTHS staff.

e Ability to communicate, summarize and advise the Superintendent in curricular, assessment,
and analysis decision making processes effecting district.

e  Other duties as assigned.

Director of Federal & State Programs
Position Summary

As a member of the PTHS Management Team reporting to the Superintendent, this position oversees
the Federal and State Entitlement Programs including: writing, management, reporting & monitoring
processes. Responsible for program management and reporting of associated funded grants awarded to
PTHS. Provides supervision and direction to front office Administrative staff and coordinates work flow.

Duties and Responsibilities

e Prepares and oversees all Federal and State entitlement programs, including management and
reporting processes including revenue and expense monitoring to ensure compliance with approved
budget.

e Directly supervises and evaluates Business Manager and Administrative Assistant.

e Works in conjunction/ coordination with the Superintendent and the Director of Finance to ensure
appropriate budgeting and expending of entitlement grants and M & O budget.

e Administers all funded entitlement grant program including completing and submitting grant
applications, budgets, amendments, and completion reports to the Arizona Department of
Education (ADE).

e Indirectly supervises and evaluates the Migrant Program Specialist/Parent Liaison.

e Completes and ensures timely submission of program reports required by ADE, the US Department
of Education (USDE), the Arizona State Board for Charter Schools (ASBCS), and the USAC Schools and
Libraries Division (USAC-SLD) for the entitlement grants; assists in preparation of other reports as
needed.

e Attends statewide and national training and workshops required to perform duties, as assigned.

e  Works closely with the PPEP Finance and IT Departments, ADE, USDE, ASBCS, and USAC-SLD to
ensure program compliance with Federal, State, and local requirements as related to the
entitlement grants.

e As a member of the PTHS Management Team, assists with the coordination of the school
improvement process.

e Coordinates the E-Rate process including the initial preparation and submission of E-Rate
applications, forms, and related paperwork to the USAC-SLD; and works closely with the PPEP
Finance and IT Departments, as needed.

e Completes and submits Amendments and Notification of Changes required by the ASBCS; and serves
as liaison between the ASBCS and PTHS to ensure compliance with state reporting requirements.

e Serves as the PTHS Liaison attending meetings hosted by: AZ Charter School Association, Arizona
State Board for Charter Schools, and the following departments at ADE: School Finance, MIS, Grants
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e Directs the preparation of pre-service and in-services meetings.

e Coordinates the NCLB Consolidated Plan process, which includes the initial creation of the plan,
monitoring, reporting, revising, and recommending changes to Superintendent and PTHS NCLB
Committee, as needed.

e Involved in the adequate yearly progress (AYP) process, which includes data verification and the
appeals process, as necessary.

e Remains current with all NCLB and Title | regulations and laws, and communicates updates to
Management Team and Title | schools.

e Serves on the Arizona Department of Education NCLB Committee of Practitioners.

e Other responsibilities as assigned.

School Psychologist
Position Summary

Reporting to the Superintendent of PTHS, this position is responsible for facilitating learning and to
promote the cognitive, social and personal development of all students. Conducts tests and evaluates
the needs and educational programs of referred students; plans and assists in implementation of
programs to enable students to attain appropriate achievement and adjustment; consults with teachers
and parents regarding such needs and/or issues.

Duties and Responsibilities

e Administers and scores a variety of standardized psychological test; conducts evaluations with
clients, families, and /or research subjects, as appropriate to the operational setting. May
conduct classroom observations if necessary.

e Prepares diagnostic reports, to include test results and interpretation; develops appropriate
recommendations based on test results and case history.

e Consults with educational, clinical, researchers and or other team members as appropriate
based on student needs.

e Monitors compliance with state and federal regulations, as well as with educational and / or
research policies and procedures.

e Prepares and presents educational workshops as appropriate to school personnel on various
topics including: classroom management or teaching and learning strategies.

o Develops educational programs and recommendations for students as appropriate; facilitates
least restrictive educational plans and program guidelines for students. Advises teachers and
administrators on methods to enhance student motivation.

e Refers students and their families to appropriate community agencies for medical, vocational, or
social services.

e Other responsibilities as assigned.
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DISTIRCT TEAMS

Akin to Committees on the PPEP Inc. Organizational Chart, District Teams are represented on the PTHS
Organizational Chart. From time to time, District Teams may be formed to assist in carrying out district
development. The Superintendent and one or more PTHS Management Team members are members

and are responsible for District Team oversight.

As described throughout this section, the relationship between the charter holder and the charter
school is sustainable, consistent, and supportive. Key traits are traceable and enduring. PPEP Inc. began
in 1967, and today, over 40 year later, the rules of governance have sustained and remain the backbone
for continued success in helping the less fortunate achieve self sufficiency.

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SECTION 2 BUSINESS PLAN - SUSTAINABILITY
ENSURING FISCAL VIABILITY: STRUCTURES AND SYSTEMS

The charter holder, PPEP Inc. is the umbrella for the charter, PTHS. Numerous interagency resources
provide a network of support services to PTHS. The Department of Finance provides fiscal support,
financial accountability and accounting needs including audit. In compliance with PPEP’s Human
Resource Manual, the Human Resource department assists with staffing practices, benefits,
compensation, and wellness. In addition to providing comprehensive maintenance and insurance
oversight, the Department of Transportation and Insurance is involved in all of the contracts and
coverage pertaining to brick and mortar purchase and leasing. Corporate wide, PPEP Inc, like an
umbrella, provides complete and thorough coverage and is intimately involved in a knowing and on-
going operational and monitoring relationship with the charter, PTHS.

The Superintendent of PHTS is a member of the charter holder’s PPEP Inc. Management Team.

The management team meets on a monthly basis to ensure compliance, oversight and support for all
PPEP entities. Monthly meetings include, but are not limited to, the review of financial and
programmatic reports, benefits packages, property decisions such as purchase and leasing,
maintenance, and any other matters related to maintaining healthy and robust programs.
Recommendations to the Board's of the Directors are formulated at this level to include
recommendations made by the PTHS Superintendent that effect the operations of the district and
schools.

ACCOUNTING PROCEDURES AND FISCAL DECISION MAKING

The agency is externally audited yearly by independent certified public accountants ensuring Office of
Management and Business (OMB) Circular A-133 compliance.

PPEP’s accounting system follows principles of Generally Accepted Accounting Principles (GAAP) fund
accounting to assure that accounting records and documentation support and identify expenditures of
program funds. Following established principles of fund accounting to comply with federal and state
accounting system requirements, PPEP's centralized Finance Department internally tracks and audits all
program funds, on a monthly, quarterly, and annual basis. PPEP’s internal control system, as detailed in
its Financial Procedures Policies Manual, ensures that expenditures of all programs are appropriate.
Segregation of responsibilities and the authorization process in the payroll, accounts payable, and cash
receipts cycles limit the risk of improper expenditure of all funds.

PPEP’s computerized accounting system uses the Solomon IV Select Edition, Version 5.5 software.
Solomon IV is an integrated module system that combines payroll, accounts payable, and account
receivable to the general ledger using unique sub-accounts (or fund numbers) to separate and track all
transactions in the system. The computerized accounting system accumulates documented data by
program on monthly, quarterly and annual bases for internal and external purposes.

The Chart of Accounts is tailored to identify the expenditure of funds by cost category and program
activity as prescribed by procedures in cost control, payroll, travel, reconciliation, property
management, and use of pre-numbered purchase orders and two-signature checks.






Monthly, quarterly, and yearly reports are produced to accurately document complete fiscal information
meeting funding requirements. All expenditures for PTHS grants are coded to the assigned areas where
services are being preformed included related services, so that there are internal controls. All
expenditures under the grants are coded by and signed off by PTHS Administrators, Superintendent,
Director of Federal Programs, or other PTHS administrators to ensure proper coding and that all
expenses are allowable. PPEP Inc. has extensive grants management experience. PPEP manages a
myriad of both large and small federal, state, county, city, and private grant contracts. Examples of
funders PPEP currently manages include Department of Labor, Arizona Department of Education, United
States Office of Education, USAC Schools and Libraries (E-Rate), Pima County, City of San Luis, Tohono
0’0Odham Tribe, and Trico Foundation.

PERSONNEL WITH FISCAL AUTHORITY

Fiscal decision making is centralized. The Chief Financial Officer ensures fiscal accountability through
corporate oversight of all programs. Adhering to the PPEP Financial Procedures and Policies Manual, all
programs have a budget and all program directors receive a monthly financial statement. The PPEP
Management Team, the senior leadership, in conjunction with the program directors are the fiscal
decision makers. When making financial decisions, credit availability, income versus expenditures, staff
requirements, and facilities requirements are factors that are taken in to consideration. Because
monthly programs statements are available, the ability to troubleshoot is instantaneous. Program
managers receive a constant flow of updated and accurate program financials which allow for proactive
financial decisions. At a program level, managers are knowledgeable of program expenditures and of
the state and federal guidelines that are programmatically applicable. Program managers spend within
their budget; however consult the Director of Finance regarding any significant line item changes.
Programs managers analyze, troubleshoot if needed and adjust expenditures within their programs.





ORGANIZATION’S FISCAL VIABILITY RELATED TO FUNDRAISING

Planning Department Annual Report

The difficult economic times experienced across the nation has resulted in many of our community

members turning to PPEP & Affiliates for desperately needed assistance. Unfortunately, nonprofits such

as PPEP & Affiliates have not been exempt to the economic pinch and have been left with the challenge

of meeting an increasing need with often decreasing availability of resources, increased competition,

and/or additional barriers. Despite the challenges faced, the Planning Department is pleased to share

the successes realized in advocacy efforts to secure resources on behalf of the valuable and effective

programs operated by PPEP & Affiliates this past year. These advocacy efforts resulted in the securing

of several contract renewals and the creation of many new strategic partnerships.

Examples of these new strategic partnerships include collaborations with the TRICO Foundation, Tohono
O’odham Tribe and Pima County Board of Supervisors which resulted in the securing of $43,599 to fund
a portion of the increased need for counseling and behavioral health supports. PPEP Behavioral Health
Services was also awarded new contracts with the Department of Economic Security and Pima County
Superior Court.

The Volunteer Center of Southern Arizona partnered with PPEP & Affiliates to launch an AmeriCorps
Program at PPEP TEC High School. During the 2008-2009 school year, four AmeriCorps State Members
and two AmeriCorps VISTAS joined the schools to provide service learning opportunities, academic
supports and build school capacity. In addition, this partnership resulted in the award of $30,129 in
programmatic supports which included funds to establish two site-based student gardens.






PPEP also established a new collaboration with the Arizona Department of Commerce, providing
improved college access to low income Arizona families through PPEP’s continuum of Education,
Training, and Employment programs. This is a two-year grant, with potential for continuation and
growth.

The Planning Department was pleased to assist in marketing efforts targeting PPEP TEC High School.
Activities carried out under this initiative included the design and distribution of program literature,
hosting of community informational workshops, and liaising with local media outlets to increase press
coverage; sharing with the community the successes taking place at PPEP TEC campuses. In addition,
the planning department assumed a leadership role in the production of the school’s first professionally
produced student yearbook and attended to the fundraising and event planning needs associated with
hosting the first-ever PPEP TEC prom. As a result of these inaugural fundraising efforts, $15,400 was
raised to support student recruitment, retention and engagement activities such as the prom, athletics
and yearbook.

PPEP’s partnership with the University of Phoenix has resulted in a much-needed I.T. infrastructure
update through the awarding of an additional $50,000 grant through the University of Phoenix
Foundation and twelve University of Phoenix Scholarships were awarded to PPEP employees.

The increased demand experienced by families was witnessed first-hand on the PPEP TEC campuses.
More students were coming to school hungry, facing threats of eviction and homelessness, living
unaccompanied and/or in unstable housing. The planning department was successful in securing an
additional $10,000 from the AZ Department of Education to provide emergency assistance to PPEP TEC
students in greatest need.

PPEP’s expansion in partnership with Pima County further supported the large population of low-income
youth served through PPEP & Affiliates, providing after school and summer academic supports,
workforce skills building and leadership development through two new contracts awarded by Pima
County’s Workforce Investment Act, in addition to funds awarded through contracts with Pima County
to provide increased supports and services to families and households of Pima County struggling to
make ends meet. New contracts awarded by Pima County bolstered current existing contracts, which
included the renewal of PPEP’s Workforce Investment Act, Emergency Service Network, and Outside
Agency, CSBG and CSA contracts. The White Elephant County Fair and Green Valley Community
Foundation awarded repeat grants supporting the Arivaca Community Garden.

PPEP’s YouthBuild Program, operated in Yuma County was awarded a new $25,000 grant through
YouthBuild USA and designated a member affiliate. PPEP’s contract with the City of San Luis, funding
YouthBuild programming, was also renewed. In addition, PPEP was again renewed as the state grantee
of the Department of Labor, National Farm Worker Jobs Program.

PTHS GOVERNING BOARD RECRUITMENT, SELECTION, AND DEVELOPMENT

THE PTHS Governing Board members are recruited through the governing board(s) of PPEP Inc.
Conversely recruitment for the board(s) of PPEP Inc. is determined by the corporate bylaws. Therefore,
PTHS Governing Board members provide constancy in mission, representation, and goals and purpose
over time. In addition to a summary reference provided on the PPEP Inc. organizational chart, the
following information, extracted from the bylaws, provides expanded Board of Directors composition
and selection guidelines:

(1) Public Sector: One third (1/3) of the total membership of the Board shall be comprised of
elected public officials, currently holding office, or their nominees or representatives.

(2) Farm Workers and Rural Poor. At least one third (1/3) of the total membership of the Board
shall be persons chosen in accordance with democratic selection procedures adequate to assure
that they are farm workers or members of the rural poor, or representatives of farm workers or
the rural poor in the area served by PPEP. The Board members need not be farm workers or
rural poor themselves, but the selection procedure shall be conducted in a manner that will
assure that priority is given to farm workers or the rural poor. Representatives of farm worker
or rural poor shall be selected from counties within the PPEP service area. The Board shall
adhere to CSBG (Federal Community Services Block Grant) request to review process in regards
to low income and farm worker nominations.





(3) Private Sector. The remaining members of the Board shall be officials or members of business,
industry, foundations, labor, religious, welfare, education, or other major groups and interests in
the communities served by PPEP. These groups and interests shall be selected by the Board in
such a manner as to ensure that the Board is a continuing and effective mechanism for securing
broad community involvement and participation in the governance of PPEP.

Upon recruitment, all members receive orientation at the corporate level. Orientation includes: Bylaws,
open meeting procedures, membership position introduction, and an overall tour of departments and
schools. Exclusively provided to PTHS Governing Board members are: additional charter specific
materials, state educational information, and invitations to attend school related professional
development. Examples are: the PPEP TEC Policies & Procedures Manual, overall district data and ADE
information regarding academic performance requirements, ADE academic standards and access to and
alignment of PTHS curricular materials, and invitations to attend the Board Governance Retreat
presented by the Arizona Charter Schools Association annual conference.

SCHOOL GOVERNANCE/ORGANIZATION STRUCTURE, RESPONSIBILITIES/OBLIGATIONS, OPEN
MEETING LAW, DECISION SYSTEMS SCHOOL AND GOVERNING BODY

Except for when super ceded by the corporate governing board, the primary role of the PTHS Governing
Board is to prescribe and ensure enforcement of policies and procedures for the governance of the
schools, not inconsistent with law or rules prescribed by the state board of education in accordance with
Arizona statute 15-341.A.1., et seq. Equally, the CEO, Superintendent, and school governing members
who sit on the corporate board, serve in an advisory capacity in all matters relating to the school. The
duties of the school governing board include, but are not limited to:

e attendance at and compliance with the public meeting and procedures as cited in Arizona
statute 38-431. et seq. (an example of NOTICE OF PUBLIC MEETING PPEP TEC High School
Governing Board is provided at the end of this section),

e review and approval of policy changes as recommended by the Superintendent and PTHS
Management Team in accordance with guidance provided by the Arizona department of
education,

e review and approval of actions taken to improve academic success as measured by state
mandated testing Arizona Instrument to Measure Standards (AIMS) and address School
Improvement Plans when applicable,

e review and approve annual financial report, budget, and audit findings,

e attendance, when possible, of professional development opportunities as they apply to school
governance, and education, and

e any other school related business, review, actions, and issues as they arise (an example of a
PTHS Governing Board meeting Agenda is provided at the end of this section).





The first line of policy compliance, operation, and requirements is overseen by the PTHS Superintendent
and the PTHS Management Team. On a day to day basis, primary responsibilities of the Superintendent
and the PTHS Management Team are to ensure school and district level policy compliance, the
assimilation of new guidance as it becomes available from ADE, and the compilation and presentation of
new guidance for review and approval to the school governing board as policy changes become
necessary. Recommendations and information for review and approval of school business, et al, is
presented to the CEO and PTHS Governing Board. Consequently, business pertaining to the district is
presented to the corporate board, thus completing a strong and sustainable support system for entity
success.

ROLE OF THE CHARTER HOLDER

For all of the corporations held by PPEP Inc., oversight, support and sustainability are the hallmarks in
governance. While the charter governing board is responsible for the ensuring compliance of the
policies and procedures for the charter, the PPEP Inc. governing board is responsible for ensuring
compliance in policy and procedure for the corporation et al.

As filed with the Corporation Commission, the entity that holds the charter is Portable Practical
Educational Preparation Incorporated (PPEP Inc.). As the parent corporation, PPEP Inc., maintains the
exclusive authority to operate PPEP’s business and affairs and is vested with the exclusive right to act on
PPEP’s behalf. This role, as it applies to the charter and for all corporate entities of PPEP Ing, is, but not
limited to;

e CEO designation as the authorized signer of the charter contract, amendments, and any other
paperwork required by the Arizona State Board for Charter Schools,

e Providing governance for the charter (appointment of a CEO and PTHS Governing Board),

e Qversight of direction, coordination and general supervision of PPEP operations, and

e Adopting and maintaining policies and procedures for human resources, finance, reviewing and
adopting the annual budget, and ensuring yearly audit compliance,





e Appoint, remove, replace and supervise all PPEP’s officers and any of PPEP’s employees, in
compliance with PPEP’s Human Resource Manual.

As an entity of PPEP Inc., the charter benefits from an extensive corporate support network (refer to the
PPEP Inc. Organizational Chart in the section titled, The Second Step). From Human Resources, Finance,

Student Support Services, through Transportation and Insurance, the charter benefits from a corporate

foundation sustained over thirty years.

CHARTER HOLDER ROLE IN MONITORING ACADEMIC PERFORMANCE

An overlapping reporting system of checks and balances ensures programmatic and corporate
compliance. The charter existing in a programmatic vacuum is implausible. Factors are:

e The CEO and three PTHS Governing Board members are sitting members of the PPEP Inc. Board
of Directors

e The CEO and PTHS Superintendent are members of the PPEP Inc. Management Team.

e  Further, the remaining members of the PPEP Inc. Management Team either oversee or are
directly responsible for interagency support and compliance.

e Monthly program report and review (PTHS Management Team) and quarterly corporate report
and review (PPEP Inc. Board of Directors) ensures communication, support, and sustainability as
well as transparency.

e The CEO, PTHS Superintendent, and school governing members, who sit on the PPEP Inc.
corporate board management team, serve in an advisory capacity in all matters relating to the
school.

e  Whether on the PPEP Inc. Board of Directors or on the PPEP Inc. Management Team, the CEO,
the PTHS Superintendent and the PTHS Governing Board, provide charter related information to
the charter holder.

Consequently, school academic performance and all other aspects of school business is reported to and
monitored by the charter holder, minimally sixteen times per year. Regardless of session, members
review all financial and programmatic reports. Members make administrative decisions on a corporate
level and on any other matters related to PPEP Inc. which include but are not limited to monitoring the
school’'s academic performance.

In keeping with the purpose, goals, and vision of the organization, the charter holder unequivocally acts
in providing sustainable support for the charter program. The CEO and founder, is directly involved
with all aspects in the development of a robust and healthy organization. Actively involved with the
PTHS Governing Board, the school Superintendent and Management Team, all eleven campuses, the
charter school association, the state board for charter schools, ADE, local, state and federal entities, the
CEO works tirelessly to ensure the success of the charter.
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SECTION 6 BUSINESS PLAN — SUCCESSION PLAN

CHARTER HOLDER SUCCESSION PLAN

As stated in the Bylaws of the charter holder, the replacement/succession procedures for vacancies are
as follows:

BOARD OF DIRECTORS

Nominations of Directors shall be made to the Board of Directors by the following methods:

1. By acurrent Director

2. By the Chief Executive Officer

3. By a public official or a municipality or other political subdivision, of a designated
representative, by a written nomination duly authorized by the public official, municipality
or political subdivision.

4. As provided under subsection C, by farm workers or the rural poor, or by an organization of,
or which represents, farm workers and/or the rural poor, of a designated representative, by
written nomination signed by not less than 25 farm workers and/or rural poor of a
community, or their authorized representatives. Such designated representative need not
necessarily be a farm worker or among the rural poor themselves. For purposes of this
subsection, “community” need not be a legally incorporated or officially established
jurisdiction. The Board of directors shall have full discretion to define and determine

“community”, “farm workers”, “rural poor”, and any other term contained in this Article.
COMMITTEES
Committee members shall all be selected from among the Board of Directors.
Any vacancies in committees shall be filled by the President for the balance of the unexpired term.
OFFICERS

Officer vacancies, in any office shall be filled by the affirmative vote of a majority of the Directors
present at any regular meeting or at a special meeting called for the purpose of filling a vacancy in an
office.

CHIEF EXECUTIVE OFFICER

In the absence of the Chief Executive Officer (CEQO) the Management Team under the Governing Board
of Directors operates the everyday operations until a replacement is found.






CHARTER SUCCESSION PLAN
While not stated in the Bylaws, the following succession plans are in place.

SUPERINTENDENT

In the absence of the Superintendent, the Chief Executive Officer (CEQO), or CEO designee, operates the
everyday operations until a replacement is found.

PTHS MANAGEMENT TEAM

Any vacancies in the PTHS Management Team shall be filled by the PTHS Superintendent until a
replacement can be found.

LEAD TEACHERS

In the absence of a Lead Teacher, the position shall be filled by the Director of Operations until a
replacement can be found.

CAREER COURSE

Opportunities for advancement are directly related to benchmarks and vacancies. Benchmarks are:

e Associates to Bachelor’s
e Bachelor’s to Master’s
e Years of service

Regarding vacancies, current qualified PTHS employees are afforded priority status for advancement
through initial stage internal job postings. As stated in PPEP Inc. Human Resources Policies and
Procedures, Section A, Staffing, Subject: Internal Job Bidding, Guideline: A-4, Purpose: To provide
employees the opportunity to advance within the Company by expressing an interest in job openings for
which they are qualified in order to enhance their career development. Additionally stated is the
corporation’s guideline that whenever and wherever possible, and as business necessity allows, is to fill
position vacancies through the internal job bidding system prior to filling vacancies outside of the
company.

REFINING TEACHER INCENTIVE PAY PLANS

PPEP TEC High School is in the process of refining the current teacher incentive pay policy for
implementation beginning SY 2010/2011.

PPEP TEC HIGH SCHOOL (PTHS) DISTRICT INTRODUCTORY NARRATIVE

OUR ORIGINS

PPEP TEC High School falls under the umbrella of PPEP Incorporated, a division of Project PPEP
(Portable Practical Educational Preparation), which began in 1967 by PPEP’s founder and CEO,
John David Arnold, Ph.D. PPEP got its start in a 1957 school bus named “La Tortuga” in which
Dr. Arnold and others taught migrant farm workers to read and write. Over the past 40+ years,
PPEP has branched out to include several social service agencies serving mainly rural areas.
When the charter school movement began in Arizona during the mid-nineties, PPEP TEC High
School (PTHS) became a natural extension of the vision of Dr. Arnold and PPEP which is to
“improve the quality of rural life in southern Arizona.”

OUR MISSION

Since its inception in 1995 as one of Arizona’s first charter schools, the mission of PTHS has
been “to provide quality educational services to students, ages 15 through 21 in grades 9
through 12, who are at risk of becoming permanent dropouts of the public educational system.
Fulfilling this mission will also provide students with the knowledge and skills necessary to
obtain employment or continue their education in post-secondary institutions.” All 11 PTHS
campuses are designated as alternative schools meaning that all of our sites meet the Arizona
Department of Education’s definition. However, we are not using this as an excuse for our
lower than average Reading and Math scores as PTHS is dedicated to educating students who,
for whatever reason, have failed to find success in a public school setting and are at risk of
becoming dropouts.

OUR SCHOOLS

PTHS operates 11 sites throughout southern Arizona. PTHS currently has school sites situated
in five counties which are: Pima, Pinal, Maricopa, Cochise, and Yuma. Each school site educates
what would be considered “at-risk” students and the reasons for the students being “at-risk”
can vary greatly from county to county and site to site. The term “at-risk” can be broadly
applied to any student who is in danger of failing academically and/or of dropping out of
school. The reasons for students acquiring the “at-risk” label can fall under several categories
including: family issues which could include poverty and family composition, past and current
educational experiences, language barriers, and community issues. The following is a list of all
of our school sites and their community locations:

OUR DIFFERENCES

Each of our sites is unique in its community but they do all share some similarities and
differences. For example, PTHS operates the Cesar Chavez Learning Center - a site in Yuma
County which is located in the rural city of San Luis, Arizona. PTHS also operates the Robles
Junction Learning Center which is located in rural Pima County. Even though both schools are
located in rural areas, the differences in the communities and the students are considerable.

For example, during the 08-09 SY, the Cesar Chavez Learning Center located in San Luis, was
comprised of 98% free or reduced lunch, 1% Special Education (SPED) and 55% English
Language Learners (ELL). During the same time period, the Robles Junction Learning Center
was comprised of 88% free or reduced lunch, 25% SPED, and 4% ELL (see Figure 1).

The urban schools located in Tucson also show considerable differences. For example, the John
David Arnold Learning Center and the Celestino Fernandez Learning Center are both located
within the city limits but there are again remarkable differences in the demographic makeup of
the two sites.





During the same school year, 08-09, the Celestino Fernandez Learning Center was comprised of
85% free or reduced lunch, 12% SPED, and 23% ELL, while the John David Arnold Learning
Center was comprised of 50% free or reduced lunch, 16% SPED, and only 2% ELL (see Figure 2).

OUR SIMILARITIES

Regardless of which site they attend, many of our students do share some similarities. For
example, many of our students enter PTHS credit deficient. Often they come to us below grade
level, especially in Math and Reading. The reasons for this can be varied. Sometimes they have
gaps in their education because they did not attend school anywhere for long periods of time.
It is not unusual, for example, to have a student enroll at age 19 having earned 3 credits and
working at a 5" grade Math level. For example, at the Celestino Fernandez Learning Center a
full 52% of enrolling students started the 2009-2010 school year 1-3 years behind in credits.
Using this example, it is obvious that it is impossible to graduate these students within four
years as they probably should have already graduated.

The level a student enters our program at largely determines their progress toward meeting
academic goals such as passing AIMS results. Upon enrollment, each student, in our program, is
given an assessment test. This test is directly aligned with the Arizona State Standards for grade
levels. For example, data collected for the current 09-10 SY from the Celestino Fernandez
Learning Center yielded the following results:

e 93% of all students assessed below freshmen level in Math (see Figure 3)
e 53% of all students assessed below freshmen level in Reading (see Figure 4)

Also, since our charter states that we do not enroll students until they reach their 15" birthday,
many of our students come to us having been enrolled in another high school and have, by
definition, “dropped out” of at least one high school before coming to us.

In addition, many of our students have been forced to drop out of school previously due to
economic hardship. Sometimes they are single parents themselves, other times they are
needed at home to babysit younger siblings or they themselves need to get a job in order to
help pay bills.





Some of the stories that we hear are: “Mom is in prison for selling crack.” “I've never seen my
dad.” “My brother was shot and killed in a drive-by.” “I’'m living in my car.” “My uncle is abusing
me.” The stories just go on and on. It is a testament to many of these students that they are
able just to drag themselves to school every day.

PTHS prides itself on the fact that we hear the stories and others like them and try to help
whenever humanly possible. We have always tried to see each of our students as an individual
and tried to make school a place where they can all feel safe and be successful.

CHANGING DEMOGRAPHICS

PTHS has experienced dramatic changes in the demographic make-up of our schools in several
areas. First of all, our number of Full Academic Year (FAY) students has increased dramatically
which means that we are indeed keeping our students enrolled for a longer period of time. In
addition, we have had a dramatic increase in the number of ELL and Special Education
enrollments. The following tables/graphs represent how we have changed in the past several
years.

100% Gain in the Number of FAY Students Taking AIMS Tests (see Table 1).

e Over the past 5 years, PPEP TEC has dramatically increased the number of enrolled
students completing a “Full Academic Year” which has directly led to a corresponding
and significant gain in the number of students taking AIMS tests.

e While the overall enrolment at PPEP TEC increased by 9.8% between school years
2004/05 and 2008/2009, the number of FAY students almost doubled with an increase
of 98% over the 5 years from 280 FAY students in 2004/05 to 561 FAY students in
2008/09.

As can be expected for an Alternative school district targeting “at-risk” youth in southern





Arizona, the characteristics of the PPEP TEC FAY students taking AIMS tests vary dramatically
from the Arizona norms as reported in the “State Report Card for 08-09” which provided results
for school years 2007/08 and 2008/09. A 2 year average of the ADE data and corresponding
PPEP TEC data was calculated and used for a socio-economic analysis of state-wide and PPEP
TEC District AIMS students (see Table 2 and Figure 5).

e During the 2 most recent school years, PPEP TEC had more than 4.5 times the number of
“Limited English Proficiency” students taking AIMS tests than the state average and 50%

more Special Education students than the state.

e PPEP TEC FAY students are almost twice as likely to be “economically disadvantaged”
than the state average.

e PPEP TEC's minority students represent 85% of AIMS test takers compared to 53% state-

wide. In addition, Hispanic students represent 79% of AIMS test takers which is more
than twice the figure for the state.

As a result of PPEP TEC's recruitment of “at-risk” youth, there has been a 233% increase
of “non-mainstream” students while the number of “mainstream” students increased by

27%.

As such, the composition of the students has undergone significant changes with FAY

test takers now being predominantly “non-mainstream”.

During school year 2004/2005, “non-mainstream” FAY students represented 32% of
AIMS test takers at PPEP TEC and the ratio of “mainstream” and “non-mainstream”
being 50/50 in 2007/2008. By school year 2008/2009, “non-mainstream” students
represented 53% of the FAY AIMS test takers. “Non-mainstream” includes all ELL and

SPED students.

As the data above reflects, we have had dramatic increases in the number of “non-mainstream”

(ELL and SPED) enrollments over the past several years which is to be expected in the type of

population that we service. To overcome this, we have instituted the state mandated 20 hours
of ELD instruction for our ELL population and have also purchased software and educational






materials specifically for our students with learning disabilities such as AGS textbooks that
present grade level content written at below grade level Reading.

OUR SUCCESSES

Despite how our standardized test scores compare to other schools, we feel that we have been
successful in many ways. For example, since 1995, we have graduated over 2,500 students.
Additionally, all of our sites have consistently achieved a label of “performing” through the AZ
LEARNS rating system. PTHS celebrates five graduation ceremonies a year and every year we
hear of at least one student at each graduation who announces that they are the first in their
family to graduate from high school. We also pride ourselves on the fact that we strive to
provide a safe learning environment for all of our students and that we are there to hear them
and direct them to either in-house resources through our Student Services department or refer
them to outside agencies when they are having difficulties. Additionally every year we are
reaching out more and more to our individual communities and are instilling a sense of civic
responsibility in our students.

There are other areas in which we feel that we have been successful. Through PPEP
Incorporated’s Behavioral Health department, we have trained counselors in all of our sites. In
addition, we have expanded our Student Services department to work closely with all of our
sites to help provide our students with community resources including utilizing AmeriCorps
members. Some of the support that our AmeriCorps members provide is tutoring students in
various subjects, getting students involved in service learning projects, assisting students with
the transitioning out of high school, and raising student’s awareness in various community
issues. Forthe past three years, PTHS has offered a dual-enrollment program with Pima
Community College at our Celestino Fernandez campus and hope to branch out to other
campuses beginning next year. We also have expanded our Title | summer school program
from four to eight sites beginning this summer. Further evidence of the positive impact we
have been making with our students can be found in the following graphs. The following
graphs represent Reading and Math passing rates versus not passing rates for “Mainstream”
students who are not ELL or SPED, “Non-Mainstream” students who are either ELL or SPED or a
combination of both. All groups are also classified under FAY which is “Full Academic Year.”

There were significant gains in the number and proportionate share of “Mainstream” students
achieving “Passing” as the student’s highest grade in Reading at PPEP TEC during the 5 most
recent full academic years which includes school years 2004/2005 to 2008/2009. There was a
corresponding decrease in the number and proportionate share of “Mainstream” students who

achieved “Not Passing” as their highest grade (see Figure 8).

e In 2005, 35.4% of "Mainstream" students achieved "Passing" as the highest grade
obtained while at PPEP TEC.
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e In 20009, this figure increased to 68.6%.

e In 2005, 64.6% of "Mainstream" students achieved “Not Passing” as the highest grade
obtained by the student at PPEP TEC.

e In 2009, this figure decreased dramatically to just 31.4%.

DISTRICT FAY Students — READING — “Non-Mainstream”

As with “Mainstream” students, there were significant gains in the number and proportionate
share of “Non-Mainstream” students achieving “Passing” as the student’s highest grade in
Reading at PPEP TEC during the 5 most recent full academic years which includes school years
2004/2005 to 2008/2009. There was a corresponding and dramatic decrease in the number and
proportionate share of “Non-Mainstream” students who achieved “Not Passing” as their
highest grade (see Figure 9).

e In 2005, just 8.6% of "Non-Mainstream" students achieved "Passing" as the highest
grade obtained while at PPEP TEC.

e In 2009, this figure increased significantly to 26.7%.

e In 2005, 91.4% of "Non-Mainstream" students achieved "Not Passing" as the highest
grade obtained by the student at PPEP TEC.

e In 20009, this figure decreased to just 73.3%.

DISTRICT FAY Students — READING — “ELL”

As a segment of “Non-Mainstream” students, English Language Learners (ELL) recorded
significant gains in the number and proportionate share of this student population in achieving
“Passing” as the student’s highest grade in Reading at PPEP TEC during the 5 most recent full
academic years which includes school years 2004/2005 to 2008/2009. There was a
corresponding decrease in the number and proportionate share of ELL students who achieved
“Not Passing” as their highest grade (see Figure 10).

e In 2005, just 1.9% of ELL students achieved "Passing" as the highest grade obtained
while at PPEP TEC.

e In 2009, this figure increased significantly to 20.4%.

e |n 2005, 98.1% of ELL students achieved "Not Passing" as the highest grade obtained by
the student at PPEP TEC.

e In 20009, this figure decreased to just 79.6%.

As a segment of “Non-Mainstream” students, Special Education (SPED) students recorded
significant gains in the number and proportionate share of this student population in achieving
“Passing” as the student’s highest grade in Reading at PPEP TEC during the 5 most recent full
academic years which includes school years 2004/2005 to 2008/2009. There was a
corresponding decrease in the number and proportionate share of SPED students who achieved
“Not Passing” as their highest grade (see figure 11).

e In 2005, just 17.4% of SPED students achieved "Passing" as the highest grade obtained
while at PPEP TEC.

e In 2009, this figure increased significantly to 35.15%.

e |n 2005, 82.6% of SPED students achieved "Not Passing" as the highest grade obtained
by the student at PPEP TEC.

e In 20009, this figure decreased to just 64.9%.

obtained while at PPEP TEC.

There were gains in the number and proportionate share of “Non-Mainstream” students
achieving “Passing” as the student’s highest grade in Math at PPEP TEC during the 5 most
recent full academic years which includes school years 2004/2005 to 2008/2009. There was a
corresponding decrease in the number and proportionate share of “Non-Mainstream” students
who achieved “Not Passing” as their highest grade (see Figure 13).

e In 2005, only 13% of "Non-Mainstream" students achieved "Passing" as the highest
grade obtained while at PPEP TEC.

e In 2009, this figure increased to 17.3%.

e In 2005, 87% of "Non-Mainstream" students achieved "Not Passing" as the highest
grade obtained by the student at PPEP TEC.

e In 20009, this figure decreased to 82.7%.
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What does all of this mean? The data presented above shows that we are making some gains
academically especially with our “Mainstream” students and to a lesser degree our “Non-
Mainstream” (ELL and SPED) populations. Ultimately however, we are falling short of the state
averages for AIMS. The following tables/graphs reflect the state passing rates for Math and
Reading and the comparison to how our students are performing (see Tables 5 & 6 and Figures

14 & 15).

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Obviously, we need to do a great deal of work in the area of academics. Across the board, our
students are not meeting and exceeding the AIMS Reading and Math tests at the same
percentages as the state average. Even though we feel that we are working with a population
that would find difficulty in raising student achievement regardless of where they attended
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school but we are not making excuses. These are the students that we have chosen to work
with and we understand that we have to do a better job. This renewal process has been a
blessing in the fact that it has forced us to take a long look at ourselves and begin to plan for
real effective change that will enable us to do what we have been tasked to do which is to
educate our children regardless of their situations. We are committed to increased support of
our instructional staff through professional development and more importantly, we are
committed to implementing and continuously following up on changes to our curriculum,
programmatic processes, data collection and analysis, and lastly, our method of delivery. We
acknowledge for example that we have not done a good job of gathering and tracking student
progress through the means of benchmark testing. We also realize that without such data, it
becomes impossible to effectively make data driven decisions that lead to improved student
outcomes. This is one change that we are going to be making that leads to student success.
This and others will be detailed throughout this process of renewal on both individual site and
district level narratives and Performance Management Plans.

PTHS DISTRICT PROFESSIONAL DEVELOPMENT

PTHS is committed to ongoing Professional Development for all staff. PTHS recently contracted
with the Principal’s Office, who will be providing Professional Development in the following
areas:

e instructional strategies

e classroom and behavioral management

e data collecting and analysis

e data driven decision making

e processes for change

e creation of Individualized Professional Development Plans

e teacher and staff evaluation methods

e independent observational walk-through’s from our instructional teams at all 11 sites
e creation of Professional Learning Communities

e creation of Professional Development Teams

Professional Development, once the contract expires, PTHS will create a Professional
Development Team (PD Team).

PTHS DISTRICT PERFORMANCE MANAGEMENT PLAN: READING

Data Self Analysis & Report of Underlying Reasons For Performance

The Arizona Charter Schools Association provided PPEP TEC with information for AIMS results

for the past 5 years as compared to the state percentages. The findings reveal that PPEP TEC's
Reading scores are consistently below the state standard. While the state improved over time,
PPEP TEC declined slightly making the overall difference between PPEP TEC and the state a full

26 percentage points.

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Students who wish to attend PPEP TEC must be 15 years old in order to be accepted. By this
definition, nearly all students who enroll are in the 10" grade or above and have attended one
or more high schools prior to enrolling. Only 6 — 7% of PPEP TEC students are actual oth
graders. New students are given a placement test when they enter PPEP TEC. In the district’s
11 schools; at least 60% of incoming students place in PPEP TEC’s English Level lll, which is
correlated to an 8" grade AIMS level.

Placement test scores have not been collected at a district level, and cannot be found in the
school’s database. The results are generally found in the student’s personal file. This issue is
being addressed and will be changed for School Year 2010 — 2011 and ongoing. Part of our
Performance Management Plan will include the Principal’s Office, who will assist PPEP TEC in
monitoring the data generated from benchmark testing through the Assessment Technology,
Inc., (ATI) Galileo program; will offer educational strategies for effective interventions; track
student’s baseline and growth information; and provide data to make effective changes in
curriculum and instructional strategies.

In 2004, the district purchased Fast ForWord to help increase the Reading level of our students.
The Fast ForWord program develops and strengthens memory, attention, processing rate, and
sequencing—the cognitive skills essential for Reading intervention program success.

Problem: The Fast ForWord program is ideal for increasing student’s Reading levels,
however, it has not been utilized optimally in the district due to inadequate technology
and lack of ongoing professional development and support for staff in the
implementation of the product.

Solution: Quarterly and ongoing professional development and training will ensure that
Fast ForWord is utilized to its’ fullest potential by the district sites. Monitoring by the
district will also ensure that students are participating in the program and making
progress.
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Direct Instruction, aligned with the state standards, has begun to replace the entire
“self-paced” curriculum in Reading for students who have not passed the AIMS test,
with the focus of instruction on vocabulary, comprehension, decoding, making
inferences, informational and expository text.

Problem: Our traditional model of a self-paced curriculum that was predominantly used
for credit recovery is insufficient for students who now need to pass the AIMS. While
most of our students are far behind in the credits they need to earn in order to
graduate, they are unable to earn those credits by a self-paced method, particularly if
they are unable to read at grade level.

Solution: The curriculum, which has always been aligned (and continues to be) to AZ
state standards, is now being taught through direct instruction with an emphasis on key
strands that the students need to know. Benchmark testing will be added in the 2010-
2011 school year (and ongoing) in order to track student progress and growth, provide
teachers with data they need to tailor effective curriculum based on students’ needs.
Teacher training and mentoring will be addressed through the Professional
Development section of this application (The Principal’s Office).

Solution: Department collaborations are needed on a quarterly basis so that teachers
can review the curriculum, make adjustments if necessary, and share teaching
strategies.

Curriculum:

PPEP TEC curriculum has historically been aligned with the state standards. Over the
years, however, students entering PPEP TEC have had difficulty because many of them
were not Reading at grade level and comprehension and productivity suffered because
the students could not read the materials. Based on incoming assessment tests, at least
60% of students place in our “Level 3” Reading Level (depending on the school site).
The Reading Level 3 correlates with a student’s ability to pass the 8" grade AIM Reading
test, and not the 10" grade test. PPEP TEC has replaced most of the Reading and
English textbooks with the Be A Better Reader series that can be utilized with students
who are Reading at a third grade Reading level through 10" grade. Additionally,
Prentice Hall Literature texts were added, starting at a 7" grade level through the 10™
grade.

Problem: Direct instruction is needed to engage students and help them assimilate and
comprehend vocabulary, passage comprehension, and improve their Reading skills.

Solution: Several solutions have been identified to improve the curriculum delivery.
PPEP TEC has contracted with the Principal’s Office to provide RTI training and support
to teachers. A Curriculum Pacing Calendar will guide the teachers when writing lesson
plans. Formative and Summative assessment data will help the teachers decide what
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concepts need to be taught and/or retaught. Benchmark testing will identify those
students who need more intensive interventions; and tutors can focus on providing
additional practice and assistance. Departmental collaboration and review of the
curriculum and its’ effectiveness should optimize the curriculum and provide
opportunities for teachers to share ideas.

Tutors, from A Road To Learning and Title I, work one-on-one with students who require
additional assistance understanding concepts, Reading difficult passages, and
completing assignments. They assist students who have not passed the Reading and
Math portions of the AIMS tests.

Problem and Solution: PPEP has had difficulty in the past providing enough tutors for
the amount of students at all of the schools that need additional help. Through A Road
To Learning and Title 1, we are now able to provide tutoring at all of our sites. PPEP TEC
has not been able to evaluate the effect that tutoring has had on student performance
because they have not been in place long enough. Additionally, there has not been
enough data collected for each individual student to provide the tutors with the
information they need to provide appropriate interventions. For the 2010-2011 school
year, and ongoing, tutors will be providing assistance based on ATI’s Galileo data for RTI
with individual students and small group instruction,,

District-wide Benchmark Testing

Problem: In the self-paced curriculum, each unit contains a “mastery” that the students
must pass with a grade of “C” or better in order to receive credit for the unit.
Historically, there has not been any data collected for these “mastery” tests, nor has
there been any district-wide benchmark testing because it was felt that with our
transient population, and the nature of self-pacing, it would be difficult to test students
based on the assumption that they were all working at the same level and arriving at a
benchmark at the same time as other students.

Solutions: PPEP TEC has contracted with Assessment Technology, Inc, who will be
providing their Galileo assessment product. This product will be the tool that PPEP TEC
will utilize to test students through benchmark testing and formative and summative
assessments. The Principal’s Office will be training staff to interpret and track the data,
make curriculum changes based on the results, and provide training in effective
classroom direct instruction.

Process For Change:
Problem: In the past, PPEP TEC has not collected data in such a way that staff could see

precisely where the problems were and be able to identify areas to be measured for
improvement.
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Solutions: PPEP TEC has contracted with the Principal’s Office, who will be providing
training for teachers so that they will be able to interpret the data which will now be
collected through ATI’s Galileo program and be able to make data-driven decisions.
Additionally, departmental teams will be created to review the data, make changes to
instruction and/or curriculum to optimize student learning. The Principal’s Office will
also be making site visits several times per month to identify issues and problems with
the interpretation of the data, and to collaborate with teachers to utilize the data to
drive instruction.

PTHS DISTRICT PERFORMANCE MANAGEMENT PLAN: MATH

The Arizona Charter Schools Association provided PPEP TEC with AIMS Math results for both
the state and the district, for the past 5 years. PPEP TEC’s scores are well below the state
average. The results indicate that PPEP TEC's Math scores are not aligned with the state and
are deteriorating over time.

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PPEP TEC has identified a number of issues that are affecting AIMS Math scores:

e Between 40 — 50% of incoming PPEP TEC students (district-wide) place in a basic Math

class because they have difficulty with basic Math skills such as: multiplication, division,

and fractions. Some students cannot subtract multi-digit numbers with borrowing. It

was common practice to hold these students in a Basic Math class until they completed

the course, and then schedule them in Algebra/Geometry.

e PPEP TEC's “self-paced” model, while allowing students to work at their own pace,
independently, has not helped students progress through Math classes efficiently and
proficiently.

e Because of the transient nature of our students, and our 40% - 50% retention rate
(district-wide), students who begin a Basic Math class, generally don’t complete the
entire course and rarely move to Algebra and Geometry.

e Low Reading abilities, combined with low Math skills, the self-paced curriculum, and
retention beyond one year, profoundly affects Math proficiency outcomes.

In the first semester of the school year 2009-2010, a new curriculum director was hired to
review data and make recommendations to address AIMS Reading and Math performance.

e Immediately enroll students who test into a basic Math class in Algebra | as well. This
way, students who are not enrolled at PPEP TEC for a full academic year will have
exposure to Algebra right away.

e Change the format of every Math class to one of direct instruction for every student
who has not passed the AIMS test.
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e Contract with the Principal’s Office for teacher training and professional development;
specifically “best practices” in the classroom, curriculum mapping, and the creation of
lesson plans.

e Design a schedule for district Math teachers to meet quarterly to collaborate and make
changes to the curriculum as needed.

e Contract with Assessment Technology, Inc. to purchase the Galileo Assessment Tool;
schedule student assessments at the beginning of the school year and benchmark
testing quarterly thereafter.

e Provide training for teachers on the collection and use of data from the Galileo
Assessment Tool.

e Form curriculum teams at each site to review the Galileo data (for both Reading and
Math) and make data driven decisions.

e Utilize tutors to assist with the review of basic Math and to help students with Algebra
and Geometry concepts.

. Sources of Evidence for this Document

A.R.S. 15-183.1 states that “[a] charter school that elects to apply for renewal shall file an
application for renewal...which shall include a detailed business plan for the charter school, a
review of fiscal audits and academic performance data for the charter school and a review of the
current contract between the sponsor and the charter school.”

The Arizona State Board for Charter Schools (ASBCS) determined that renewal of a charter is
based on affirmative evidence in three areas:

e Success of the academic program, including academic achievement

e Viability of the organization, including fiscal management and compliance

e Adherence to the terms of the charter, including contract and legal compliance

Evaluation of the charter holder's success in these three areas is based on a variety of information
that will serve as sources of evidence in determining renewal.

The charter representatives are John Arnold and
Randy Kempton. The charter holder operates eleven alternative schools (Learning Centers) that
serve grades 9-12: ‘Lito’ Pena, Alice S. Paul, Celestino Fernandez, Cesar Chavez, Colin L.
Powell, John David Arnold, Jose Yepez, Manuel Borjorquez, Raul H. Castro, Robles Junction,
and Victor Soltero. The schools are located throughout Arizona in Avondale, Bisbee, Casa
Grande, Chandler, Douglas, Robles Junction, San Luis, Sierra Vista, Sommerton, and Tucson.
The FY10 100" day ADM was 1137.398.

Mission Statement (as provided in the contract):

The mission of PPEP Tec High School is to provide quality educational services to students, ages
fifteen through twenty-one in grades 9 through 12 who are at risk of becoming permanent
dropouts of our public educational system. Fulfilling this mission will also provide students with
the knowledge and skills necessary to obtain employment or continue their education in post-
secondary institutions.

(2005-06) met compliance. Cycle 1 (2006-07) identified noncompliance items.
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e In 2004 ADE Exceptional Student Services determined the school was not in compliance
with the Individuals with Disabilities Education Act (IDEA) and required a corrective
action plan.

In the Performance Management Plan, Portable Practical Educational Preparation, Inc.
scored 27 points out of a possible 40 points. Seventy percent of the sections scored at Meets or
Exceeds level.

B. Detailed Business Plan

Organization
The charter holder for PPEP TEC High School (PTHS), Portable Practical Educational

Preparation (PPEP Inc.), was founded in 1967, dedicated to the improvement of rural economic
life in Arizona. According to the application package, the PPEP, Inc. CEO and the PTHS
governing board ensure that the flow of information is communicated to the school district.
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Appointed by the Board of Directors, the CEO is responsible for carrying out the directives and
policies of the Board of Directors.

The organizational chart conveys the immediate reporting structure for the district which is
headed by the superintendent, followed by key personnel comprising the PTHS Management
Team. The superintendent is responsible for the overall operation and oversight of the school
district and the management team. The PTHS Management Team is comprised of key personnel
designated by title as Directors and the School Psychologist, representing Special Education.
Each of the management team members is responsible for oversight of one or more programs in
the district. A Management Team member’s responsibility is determined by district and program
purpose.

The PTHS Superintendent and the PTHS Governing Board have a relationship with the charter
holder with interagency resources and support systems provided to the schools. The application
package includes a description of key personnel duties for the charter holder and school district.
The application package also includes an organizational chart for the charter holder and for the
school district to more fully explain the relationship within and between the two entities.

Sustainability

Fiscal Viability
PPEP, Inc. has developed a Financial Policies and Procedures Manual. PPEP-TEC High School
(PTHS) receives support services through PPEP, Inc. For example, the Department of Finance
provides fiscal support, financial accountability and accounting needs. The PTHS Superintendent
is a member of the charter holder’s management team. The monthly management team meetings
include, among other items, the review of financial and programmatic reports, benefits packages
and property decisions. Recommendations to the board of directors are formulated at this level to
include recommendations made by the PTHS Superintendent that effect the operations of the
district and schools. Fiscal decision-making is centralized. The Chief Financial Officer ensures
fiscal accountability through corporate oversight of all programs. All programs have a budget
and all program directors receive a monthly financial statement. The fiscal decision-makers are
the management team in conjunction with the program directors. (For more information, please
see the application’s “Sustainability” section.)

The application includes detailed information regarding efforts of the PPEP Planning
Department to secure contract renewals and creation new partnerships related to fundraising,
including some related to PTHS. Additionally, the application addresses philanthropic support
PTHS has received from the community.

For fiscal year 2008 and fiscal year 2009, the independent certified public accountant issued an
unqualified (or “clean”) opinion on Portable Practical Educational Preparation’s financial
statements. In each fiscal year, the charter holder ended the year with positive net assets. The
Budget Plan submitted as part of the renewal application is for PTHS and indicates that the
school’s ending net assets will increase between fiscal years 2010 and 2012. The fiscal year 2011
projection is based on no increase from fiscal year 2010’s ADM. The school projects an ADM
increase of 10 for fiscal year 2012. Even though no assumptions/notes were included, it appears
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that the Budget Plan’s state equalization assistance amount for fiscal year 2011 reflects known
cuts to charter school funding. *

Strength and Stability of the Governing Body
The PPEP TEC High School (PTHS) Governing Board is comprised of five members. Each
member is a representative of one of the corporations of PPEP Inc., the charter holder. Three of
the five PTHS Governing Board members have been affiliated with the charter holder since 1967
and have been members of the PTHS Governing Board since the inception of the charter, PTHS.
The PTHS board members have educational and professional experience. The application
package includes background information on each of the governing board members as well as
areas of expertise.

Strength and Stability of the Corporate Board
As filed with the Corporation Commission, the entity that holds the charter is Portable Practical
Educational Preparation Incorporated (PPEP Inc.). The application package states that “As an
entity of PPEP Inc., the charter benefits from an extensive corporate support network. From
Human Resources, Finance, Student Support Services, through Transportation and Insurance, the
charter benefits from a corporate foundation sustained over thirty years.”

According to the applicant, school academic performance and all other aspects of school
business are reported to and monitored by the charter holder, minimally sixteen times per year.
Regardless of the business occurring at the session, members review all financial and
programmatic reports. Members make administrative decisions on a corporate level and on any
other matters related to PPEP Inc. which include monitoring the school’s academic performance.

! In reviewing the month-by-month projection for fiscal year 2011, please note that under the State’s new payment
schedule, charter holders will not receive a July 2010 state equalization assistance payment, but will receive two
payments in June 2011.
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Succession Plan

Charter Holder: The Bylaws of the charter holder provide replacement/succession procedures

for the Board of Directors. Though not stated in the Bylaws, the organization does have a

succession plan in place for the following positions: Superintendent, PTHS Management Team,
and Lead Teachers.

Instructional Leadership:
The application package contains extensive information on hiring practices including a
procedure for ensuring compliance materials are verified before hire. The applicant includes

information regarding ongoing professional development including work with The Principal’s
Office to conduct intensive professional development. A teacher incentive pay policy is
beginning for the 2010-2011 school year, including performance pay.
