The Arizona State Board for Charter Schools (Board) has established a process for the renewal 


of a charter that is based on affirmative evidence in three areas:

II. Viability of the organization, including fiscal management and compliance 


III. Adherence to the terms of the charter, including contract and legal compliance

In November 2011, the Board voted to withhold 10% of the charter holder’s monthly State aid 


apportionment for failure to timely submit the fiscal year 2011 Annual Financial Report (AFR). 


The withholding occurred for one month.

For the previous five fiscal years, the charter holder has failed to timely submit the Annual 


Financial Report. Additionally, while the charter holder did submit a proposed budget to the 


Arizona Department of Education in fiscal year 2008, the charter holder did not submit the 


adopted budget. 


 


In October of 2008, ADE Exceptional Student Services notified the charter holder of partial 


compliance in some areas with regard to specific regulations for Part B, Individuals with 


Disabilities Education Act (IDEA), and the Arizona Revised Statutes.  The compliance issues 


were reported by ADE as resolved in April 2009.   


 


C.  Charter Holder’s Organizational Membership 


 


Because the organizational membership on file w ith the Board was consistent w ith the 


information on file w ith the Arizona Corporation Commission, the charter holder was not 


required to submit the charter holder’s Organizational Membership portion of the Detailed 


Business Plan Section.

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Option 1:  The Board may approve the renewal.  Staff recommends the following language for 


consideration:  Renewal is based on consideration of academic, fiscal and contractual 


compliance of the charter holder.  In this case, there is a record of academic performance that 


meets the Board’s level of adequate academic performance.   There is also a record of past 


contractual noncompliance which has been reviewed.  With that taken into consideration as 


well as all information provided to the Board for consideration of this renewal application 


package and during its discussion with representatives of the charter holder, I move to approve 


the request for charter renewal and grant a renewal contract to Accelerated Elementary and 


Secondary Schools.  


 


Option 2:  The Board may deny the renewal.  The following language is provided for 


consideration:  Based upon a review of the information provided by the representatives of the 


charter holder and the contents of the application package which includes the academic 


performance, the fiscal compliance, and legal and contractual compliance of the charter holder 


over the charter term, I move to deny the request for charter renewal and to not grant a 


renewal contract for Accelerated Elementary and Secondary Schools.  Specifically, the charter 


holder, during the term of the contract, failed to meet the obligations of the contract or failed to 


comply with state law when it: 


1. Failed to timely submit its Annual Financial Reports (AFR).
